The following Opinions of Colonel Joseph
Holt, Judge Advocate General, are published
tor the iaformation acd guidance of all ollicers of
this Bureau.

In the case where there are only two sons of
aged infirtn parents, and both are drafted.—
(Clause 4, secuon 2, Foroliwent act.)

OPINION,
“Where, through nadvertence or ignorance

ol the law, aged or infirm parents, having two| P

sous, have omuted betore the draltto elect
which shall be exempted, and both hrae been
drafled, it seems that the nzht of election should
still be allowed 10 be exercised atany tme be-
fore the notice 1o report to the Board of Earol-
ment expires. The rcason ol the rule hereto-
fore established requiring this election to be
made befure the drafl, was that a different course
would result in**a practical exemption of two
sons instead of one.” This reason, however,
does not apply 1n the case—necessanly of rare
occurrence—where both sons have been dral-
ted, since whichever may be elected, one sl
remains for the unlitary serviee, which is all
that the law claims or contemplates. The rea.
son of the rule failing, the rule nsell should be
relaxed 1o such extreme cases since the oljec
ol the law will therehy D acrl-l:lpllshtd, with-
out the shghtest hazard of comprounsing the
publie terests.”’

I ah regard 10 the meaning of the word “*la-
bor™ 1o section 2 of the Enrolinent act.

OFPINION,

“Labor s defined to be 2*bodily or mental ex-
erticn.”” It may, within  the meaning of the
law, be either physical or intellectual; 1t may be
prolessional, mechanical, commercial, or agr-
cultural; or intellectual; and each of these fonns
ol labor may exist under modifications, or in
combination witheach other. “Fhe means for
the support ofthe parent or widow, must be pro
Juced by ttas labor, whatever may be its charac-
ter. It need not be wholly produced from 11, but
it must be mainly so. A parent or widow receiv-
ing support from a son whose income is derived
fromn dividends or rents, caonot be said 1o be
Jepe ndent on hus labor, but it that income were
eatirely the fruit of professional or physical toil,
then the case would be clearly withio the per
view ol the law lomixed cases, where the in-
cowie 1s the producto! labor and eapital cooperau-
ing together theapplication ol the law s rendered
more dificult.  Its object will probably be best
secured by holdiog, as suggested, that in such
cases the income which furnishes the support
must be mainly derived from the personal labor
of the son. It lor example, the son bea mer
chant or manulacturer, whose business, uoder
his personal supenatendence, yields him an
annual revenue of 10,000—and such personal
supeninteudence could not be estimated as warnth
more than 83,000 per anoutn—it could not  be
said, 1n the sease of the law, that his lavor yiel-
ded the income to which his parent looks for
support. Itus, itis true, an elementin the pro-
duction, but not a preponderatung one. A test
way be found in an answer t the question,
whether, if the son’s personal labur were with
drawn by calling bim to the military service, a
support for the parentor widow would remain.
It twould—and in the case supposed it would,
since his superintendence could be supplied, and
the productive capability of his capital would
reinain—thea the claim to exempuon cannot be

allowed.”
