His views of Compromise Meanaes—N\b Com-
promise wilh Rebels in Arms—The Emancipa-
tion Proclamation— Employment of Negro Sol-
diers—The Prospect of Peace—A Forcible and
Characteristic Letler. .
CHicaco, September 2.—The following is

President Lincola’s letier to the Springfield mass
meeling : '

Execernive Maxsiox,
Wasnixeron, August 20. }

Hon. James E. Conkling,

My Dear Sir:—Your letter inviting me 1o at-
tend a mass meeting of uonconditveal Unica
men, to be held at the Capitol of Illinois oa the
3d day of September, has been received. It
would be very agreeable to me to thus meet my
old friends at my own home, but [ cannot just
now be absent from the city so long as a visiy
there would require.
~ The meeting is 10 be ol all those who main-
tain unconditional devotion 10 the Union, and 1
am sure my old political fnieads will thank me
for tendering, as | do, the pation’s grautude 10
those other noble mep whom no partizan malice
or partisan hope can make false 10 the nation’s
lite. There are thcse who are dissatisfied with
me. To such I would say: you desire peace
and you blame me that we do oot have 1it. But
how can we obtain it? There are but three
conceivable ways. First: to suppress the rebel-
lion by force of arms. This | am trying to do.
Areyou for 17 If you are, so far we are a-
greed. Il you are not for it, we are not agreed.

A second way 1s 10 give upthe Union. 1 am
against this, If you are, you should say so
planly. It yeu are not for force, nor yet for dis-
soluuon, there only remains some imaginary
comprowmise. [ do not believe that any compro-
mises embracing the maintenance of the Uniwon
1s now possible. All that [ learn leads directly
the opposite beliefl. The strength ol the rebel-
lion is 1ts military—its army. That army dom-
inates all the country and all the people within
itsrange. Any offer of terms made by any man
or men within that range is simply nothing, for
the present, because such man or men have no
power whatever (o enforce their side of the com-
promise, if one were made with them,

To illustrate: Suppose a refugee from the
Soutb and the peace men of the North get to-
gether and frame and proclaim a compromise
embracing the restoratioa of the Union, in what
way cac that compromise be used to keep Gen-
eral Lee’s army out of Pennsylvania? General
Meade’s army can keep Lee’sarmy out of Penn-
sylvana, and [ think can ultimately dnve it out
of existence, but no paper compromise, to which
the controllers of General Lee’s army are not a-
greed, can at all affectthat army. In an eflort
at such compromise we would waste time, which
the enemy would improve to our disadvantage,
and that would be 2ll.

A compromise to be effective, must be made
either with those who control the armv, or with
the people first hberated from the domination of
that anny, by the success al our army. Now,
allow me to assure you that no word or intinia-
non from the Rebel army or from any of the
men coatrolling it, in relation to any peace com-
promise, has ever come to my knowledge or be-
lief. All charges or iatimations to the contrary
are deceptive and groyondless, and | promise
you that :f any. such proposition shall herealter
come, it shall oot be rejected and kept secret
from you. ;
