The editors and proprietors of the Balumore
Republican, an evening paper of kmited influ-
ence and less loyally wereon Monday arrested by
order of Gen. Schenck and sent South It was
a pestiferous sheet, and its publishers fully Ce-
served the punishment infljcted upon them.

A circular, issued a few days ago, by tLhe
Provost Marshal General, declares that men
whose names were drawn in the dralt ordered
by the War Department August 9th, 1862, and
' who, 1n March 34, 1863, had substitutes in the
service of the United States, are exempted tromn
liability to service under the preseat dralt.

Advices from General Meade’s army state
that Geperal Pleasanton had advanced 10 the
Rapidan, where he found the Rebels in position,
with infantry, cavalry and arullery, prepared to
resist his crossing. Our losses i the fight of the
13th were three killed and torty wounded, Gen-
eral Custer, commanding a brigade ol cavalry,
being among the [latter.

From New Orleans we learn that the Army
of the Gulf is in motion, everything indicating
that active operativns are about 1o be resumed.
The movewnent 1s apparently one ol tnagnitude,
but to what poiat it tends 1s voknown, save to
General Grapt and Banks. Mobile, Galveston
the Iio Grand and Charlesion are guessed, but
the quid nunes seemed 10 be entirely at lault,
although oo one thing every body agreed, viz.,
that Major-General Franklin was to comnmand
the expedition,

While reviewing the troops at New Orleans,
on the moroing of the 4th instant, Geoeral Grant
was thrown from his horse and somewhat in-
jured. Medical attendance was prowptly at
hand, and i1t is hoped nothing senous may result
o the (seneral trom bis fall.

The rumors that have reached us for some
days past respecting a bachward movement of
the main Hebel army in Virginia seem to be
assuming a phase of absolute truth. It is now
conﬁdtmfy asserted that Longstyeet’s coips de
parted more than two weeks since on ils mis-
sion of reinforcing the armies ol Bragg and
Deauregard, and the corps of Ewell and il
have taken up the line of march for Richmoad.
From these movements 1t is argued that the fall
campaigo, on the part of the Redels, will be
prosecuted sinply on the defensive—ihe Sole
aim being to prevent the capture olthe South-

ern L‘aﬂinl, and thus prolong the war in hopes
that delay may eventuate 1n something which
will stem the almost overwhelming tide of Reb-
el reverses.

The details that were given in the city papers
on Wednsday, of the advance, the fight,and the
victory of GH}H‘II Plessan'on’s cavalry—under
Generals Bulord, Kilpatrick and Grege—at
Culpepper, on Sunday, show thatit was pot
only a bnlliant but an important affair, and may
probably be regarded as the advance moverment
of General Meade’s army. Thecavalry cros-
sed the Rappahannock and reached the banks
of the Rapidan; cameinto collision with Stuart’s
Cavalry and the light artillery of the enemy, and
after a senies of skirmishes, drove them from
poiot to poiol, untl they reached Culpepper,
through which town they charged, driving the
Rebels belore them, a capturing over one
hundred persons—amog whom were several
Baltumoreans—and three guns, two twelve poun-
ders and one six pounder. A large quanuty of
ordnance slores were found in the railroad depot
at Culpepper, the guns beiog of English un?:,
with saber bayonets attached. General Bu-
ford’s Division followed up the enemy beyond
Cedar Mountin, and encamped on the banks of
the Rapidan.

In the case of drafted men who, having failed
to report, are arrested, and then claim to pay
comrmutatidn or furnish subsututes.

OPINION,

*“Under the 13th section of the Enrolment act,
it i3 clear that a party drafted, and wishing to
furnish a substitute or pay the commutation,
must do so ‘on or before theday fixed for his ap-
pearance.” The privilege expires with that day.
If he fails to report himself and is arrested as a
deserter, he has still the right to go belore the
Board of Enrolment, and prove that *he is not
liable to do military duty;’ but i, on hearinz his

claim to exemption, he is held to be liable, he
cannot escape personal service.
