The following Opinions of Colonel Joseph
Holt, Judge Adrocate General, are published
for theJatormnation and guidance ot all officers of
this Bureau:

With regard to the residence of a widow who
1s age.l or infirm, and desires 10 have one of her
Iwo sons, subject to draft, exempted.

OPINIUN,

“The right of a widow who 12 aged or infirm,
to have one of her two sons subject to draft, ex-
empted, does not depend, under the law, on the
place ol hier residence. The act imposes no such
restricion. Such a mother’s claim to be sup-
ported by one of her sons, and the moral obliza.-
tiva of the son to furnish such support, are recog-
nized as resung on sympathies inseperable from
the race and banorable to it, and which are 1o
be respected irrespective ol State or National
lines. Should one of these two sons not be sub-
ject to draft, the other cannot be exempted unless
his widowed mother i1s dependent on bis [abor
for her support.”
