““The right of a widow who 1s aged or infirm,
1o have one of her iwo sons subject to draft, ex-
empied, does not depend, under the law, on the
place of her residence. The act imposes no such
restniction. Such a mother’s claim to be sup-
ported by one of her sons, and the moral obliza-
uoa ol the son to furnish such support, are recog-
nized as resting on sympathies inseperable from
the race and hanorable to it, and which are to!
be respected irrespective ol State or National
lines. Should one of these two sons not be sub-
ject 10 draft, the other cannot be exempted unless |
his widowed mother is depeadent oa his labor|
for her support.” |

OPIXION.

“Under the 4th clause of 2d sectionof the En-
rolmeot act, it is not pecessary that the two or
more soas ol aged or infirm parents subject to
draft, should be of one househbold in order 10 en- !
title the parent or parents 1o elect one of them |
lor exemption. The practical operation of this
clause is certainly to abuses and frauds,!
which tbe Boards should guard agamnst as best
they can. It would be a justifiable precaution
in such cases 10 require the parent making the
election 10 accompany 1t with ac affidavit that
no claim to exemption has been preferred by
him or her, on behall of either ol the other soas.
This would probably protect the Government
{rom the fraud of having more than one exemp-
tion claimed where the sons reside in different
States, or within the junsdiction of different
Boards ol Enrolmeat.”

I have for maaoy yeais favored the policy of
malking Maryland a Free State, and though a
slavebolder myself, and having oo scruples of
coascience about holding the black man in bonld-
lge,l would at any tme have accepted Emao-
cipation, even without compeasation. Thke cit-
1zens of the State, according to my observation
and expenence, would be far better off withoul
their claves than with the, even though they
had to resign their title to them without recerv-
mg any money coosideration therefor. In a
State like Marylend white labor, which is mnade
faithiul and efhicient by the stimulant ol reward,
is far more profitable tkan slave labor. Look-
ing, thcrefore, exciusively to the iaterest of the
slavcowners of Maryland, I should not Lesitate
to adopt the policy ol Emaacipavon if made
rradual, so as 1o enable us (o accorumodate our-
selres with the necessary. white labor, whetker
the State, with or without the aid of the Gener-
al Government, were to make compensation for
our slaves or not. By makinz Maryland a Free
State, and substituting 2 ‘whiie laboring popula-
tion for our slaves, we would, in my opiawn, be
fully compensated for the loss of vur slaves by
the enhacced value of our lands 1a consequence
of the introduciion ol frec labor, cod I bave no
doubt but that this opinion has been long gain-
ing streagth in Maryland. 1 should say that it
is the prevailing opinion ia all Western Mary-
land.”

Mr. Semmes speaks as one who has formed
his opinions with perfect dehberation,and in full

Speech of General Butlor at a Mooting
at Chester, Pa.

On Tuesday Major General Batler addressed

th2 people of Chester, Pa. We make the fol-
lowing extract from his speech:

Again alludiog to his attatchment 1o the old
Democratic party, that General said he Jid not
mean 1o desert that party. He meant to take it
with him some days, and have a platiorm upon
which all loyal Democrats can stand. But we
must sustaia the Government through all its
dangers. We mustsustain a Republican Ad-
mintstration.  We must go with them, right or
wrong. The Administration is the caly means
by which we can be prevented from anarchy,
and i you oppose the Administration you op-
pose the Government.
