“The prisoners at Richmond are divided, the
officers being in Libby -Prison, and the soldiers
in buildings near 1he prison and oa Belle Island.
There are gearly a thousand Union officers in
the Libby Prison. Oa Belle Island there are
several thousand soldiers. The fact that the ut-
most sulferiag and absclute siarvation prevails
among them is beyoad dispute. A Conlederate
officer remarked 10 Mr. Trumbull on the cars
coming norh to Richmond, “*Itis hard 10 say it,
lo you, but your soldiers are dying ol starvation
in Richmond.”” **Belle Island,” said another,
Coofederate officer, *‘is a perfect slaughter pen
for your men.”” A large part of the men on the
island are without any shelter, sleeping uncov-
ered on the sand in all weatheis. The exposare,
with the want ol food, is killing them by hun-
dreds.
