From ‘Tennessee we learn that Bragg and his
routed army are about to maka stand at Dal-
ton, G:2orgia, and that the pursuing and victori-
ous legions of Grant are beyond Ringgold,
Georgia, which is about sixteen -miles lrom
Dolton and tweaty-two miles south of Chata-
pooga. Burnside basbeen reinforced, andthe

siege of Knoxville raised, Loagsireet having
been recalled from that quarter by Bragg oo the
26th instant, and 1 now endeavoring 1o reach
Dalioa to reinforce Bragg, but our cavalry raid
on the East Tennessee Railroad will probably
defeat his object. Colonel Long, who com-
mnanded our forces, tore up the railroads for At-
teen miles above and below Cleveland—twenty-
seven miles from Dalion, and eighty-three [rom
Kgoxville—and destroyed much property there,
including a large foundry. News received at
Cincinnati, from Kaoxville, tothe 25th instant—
the day preceding that on which Longstireet
started to reinforce Bragg—says the north par
of the town has been burned. OQOur casualues
will not exceed 1,000, and among the fruits of
the victory are enumerated the capture ol 6,000
Rebels, 7,000 stand of small arms, 48 pieces of
artillery, besides stores, ect,

Quartermaster General Meigy gives a very
interesting snd grapbic description of the great
battle 1n Tennessee, from the commencement of
the movement to the time wvictory crowned our
arms. The General says that probably not so
well directed and o well ordeted a battle has
occured during the war, Lookout Mountain
was greatly valued and considered impregnable
by the Rebels. ‘The Richmond Enageirer of the
24th instant—be‘ore the news of the battle had
reached the Rebe! Capital—in speaking of the
situation ot Bragg's army, said, *“The great bar-
rier to the enemies advance at Chattanooga, 1s
Lookout Mountain. ‘Fhis is Bragg’s strooghold
and his position there is so impregnable to an
assault that the eneay bas not had the temerity
to carry it.”” The Enguirer has probably anoth
:er_tspinion of the “temenity” of our troops by
this time.

The news from the Texas expedition continu-
es favorable. It has captured Corpus Chnsti,
Arkansas City, and saveral smaller places,
with a number ol prisoners and guns. Ao
Anglo-Rebel steamer, with a valuable cargo of
clothing, medicines, etc., and 870,000 in gold,
had arrived at New Orleans on the 20th instant,
haying been captured by one “of our vessels
while going into the Rio Grande. The Rebels
are very active in Western Louisiana, and are
said to be concentrating at two points for a
general attack-on our forces.
