No
time was given them to recorver their good order
but General Smith ordered a charge, and bhis
men dashed rapidly forward, the boys of the
Nineteenth joining in. The Rebels fought bold-
ly and desperately back to the imber, on reach-
ing which a large portion broke and fled, fuliy
two thousand throwing aside their arms. ln
this charge Taylor’s battory was retaken, as
were also two of the guas of Nim’s Battery,
the Parrott gun taken from us at Carnon Crow
last fall, and one or two others belonging to the
Rebels, one of which was considerably shatter-
ed, besides seven hundred prisoners. "A pur-
suitand desuitory fight was kept up lor three
miles, when our men l't'll.ll;ll(.'d to the field of
battle. And thus ended this fearful and bloody
struggle for the controle ol Western Louisiana.
On the 151h the steamer General Huanter,
~ while on a passage up the St. John’s nver, was
blown up by a torpedo, at a point twelve miles
from Jacksoosville, and precisely where the
Maple Leaf, a short time agn, was destroyed
by sumilar means. The General Hunter was
bound from Jacksonville to Pilatka, forty miles
distant, for the purpose of taking away some
stores that nad beeh conveyed thither from
Pilatka previous to the evacuation of the latter
place. TheQuartermaster of the steamer was
killed. All others on board succeeded in reac-
ing Jacksoniville salely in small boats. Fortu-
nately the steamer was upladened, and was
without passengers.

Pillow confirm the atrocity of the rebels. The
Cairo News, of the 16th, says :

Yesterday afiernoon we visited the United
States Hospital at Mound City, and bad an io-
terview withthe wounded men from Fort Pillow.

The Fort Pillow wounded are doing much
better than could be expected from the terrible
nature of theirr wounds; but one, Willilam Jones,
had died, though Adjutant Learing and Lieut.
John H. Porter cannot possibly long survive.—
Ot the whole number—fliy-two—allexcept two
were cut or ahort alter they had surrendered.—
They all tell the same story of the rebel barban-
ties, and listening 10 2 recitalof the terrible scenes
at the lort makes one’s blood run cold. They
say they were able to keep the rebels at bay for
several hours, notwithstanding the immense dis-
parity of numbers, and but for their treachery in
creeping up under the walls of the fort while a
truce was pending, woald have held out unul
the Olive Branch arrived with troops, with
whose assistance they would have deleated
Chalmers beyond doubt.

So well were our men protdcied. behind their
works that our loss was very tritling belore the
rebels scaled the walls and obtained possession.
As soon asthey saw the rebels inside the walls,
the Unionists ceased firing, knowing that further
resistance was useless; but the RRebels continued
firing, crying out—*‘shoot them ! shoot them !—
show them no quarters!”’

The Unionists, with one or two exceptions,
bad thrown down their arms 1n token ol sur-
render, and therefore could ofler no resistance.—
In vain they held up their hands and begged
their captors 1o spare their lives; but they were
appealing to fiends, and the butchery continued
untul out of near 0 men, who composed the
garrnison, but 230 remained a'ive, and of this
number 62 were wounded; and nine died In a
lew hours after,

Captain Bradford, of the Ist Alabama Cav-
alry, was an especial object ol rebel hatred, aud
his death was tully determined upon betore the
assault was made.- Alter hie had surrendered he
was basely shot, but, having his revolver stull a1
his side, he emptied 1t amoog a crowd of rebels,
bringing three of the scoundrels to the ground.
The massacre was acquiesced in by most of the
rebel officers, Chalmers himsellexpressly declar-

ing that *“*home made Yankees and negroes
should receive no quaiter.”

One line officer, however, was aot so lost to

all dictates of humanity, acd exerted himself to
stop the slaughter. To thi  man's noble exer-
tions are due most of the lives that were saved.

Several of the wounded said, ““he saved mylife,
God bless him.”” Hiis name, if ever known,
will be honored by all loyal men, while they ex-
ecrate the memory of Chalmer, apd those who
carried out his hendish orders.

The atrocities committed almost exceed belief,
and but for the fact that so many confirm the
stories, we could not credit them. Ope man al-
ready badly wounded asked of a =coundrel who
was finng athim to spare his lile; **No, dam
you ”” was the reply, **you fightwith nizgers.”
and lorthwith discharged two more halls in 5
him. Oae negro wasmade 10 assist in diggin~
a pit to bury the dead in, and was himselt cast
in among others and buned. KFiveare knowa 10
have been burrd alive, ol these, two dug them-
selves out, and are now alive and in the hospi-
tal. Daniel Tyler, of Company B, was shot
three times, and struck on the head, knocking
out his eye. After thas, he was buried. but not

liking his quarters, dug out. He laughs at his
adventures, and says he is one of the %mt “duog-
outs’’ in the world.

Wm. Jordan, colored, was shot four times,
and lostone leg. Hebears his misfortunes well,
and will doubtless recover. Dr. Warfner says
the negroes exhib't wonderful temcig of life, and

of the desperately wounded at Fort Pillow pear-
ly all will recover.
