Tothe SIrainegl
liquoradd 1 pound ol sugar, and azain place it
over the fire. Keep it well sured ull the sugar
is perlectly dissolved, and then pour 1t1nto an
earthen vessel, into which you have previously
put 2 drachms of tartane acid and the rind of
one lemon, and letit remain ull the heat is re-
duced 10 a Jlukewarm “temperature; then add a
tablespoonltul of yeast, sterring them well togeth-
er, and bottle for use, The corks must be well
secured. The drink will be in high perfection
infour or five days. This isa very rsfreshing
and wholesome beverage, and one which may
be largely partaken of witbhout any uopleasant
results,even in the hotest weather.
