"I pearing job. A Loodca veterimary surgeon
gives the followinz rules for shoeing borses: 1.
After havioz taken ofl the old shoe, shorten the
toe, and remove all the dead and locose parts of
the bool. Do not cut the sole or pare the frog;
unless when the foct bhas received am wojury
from a pail orotherwise, when it must be cut
out. 2. Let the shoe be ol equal thickeess,
or rather thioner atthe heel. The giound acd
foot surface should be perfectly level, The shoe
should be Light cnthe heel. Toomany nailsare
objectionable, and these should be kept as faras
possible from the heels. 3. For the hiod leet
there is 0o objection to caikins, though lhey are
ol doubdtiul benefit. Horses travelmuch better
without them. The bind shoes are made thick-
er at the toes than at the qaarters; the nails also
can be put closer to the Leels wibout inconven-

ence. 4. Side clips should be avoided,
destroy the hoo!; this is the ca-e whed the :g
