(ween Gen. Sherman and the oegroes. The
cooversation was piquaat and inreres'ing, not
only as being characterisuc of both parties, but
it was the more sigoificant because, on (he part
of the (Geaeral,l believe 1ta lair expression ol
his feelings on the slave question.
A party of ten or ffieen negroes hac just found
their way through the lines at Cheraw. Then
owners had carned them from the viciony of
Columbia 1o the otber side ol the Pedee, wilh
heir mules and Lorses, which they were run-
taing away from oar army. The negroes had
escaped, and were on their way back to find
their families. A more ragged setol human
beings would not have been found out ol the
slave States, or perhaps lialy. ‘These negroes
were of all ages, and had sto in froot of the
General’s teat, which was pitcled a few feet
back from the sidewalk of the main street.
Several otficers of the arroy, among them
General Slocum, were gathered round, 101erest-
ed 10 the scene. The General asked them :
«Well. men, what cao | do for you—where
ou from 7"’
