Inlaying.

The process of idlaying iron work with moth-
er-of.pear] by which the higner-priced sewing
machines are ornameated, is an illusiration ol
the improved methods of doing work which was
formerly the result of clase application and pat-
eot labor. Inlaying is one ol the oldest of ways
ornamenting metals, and i3 now exteasively
practiced in precisely the tame way as by the
Saracens in the 1ime of the crusades and by the
armorers of Europe. Fire-arms daggers and
sword blades are ofien beautifully inlad with
gold and silver. lo this work the metal to be
ornamented 1s chite'ed 10 the patiern required,
and the gold or silver foreed intd the recess and
secured by I’il'rliﬂj or dovetailing. But the
sewinz machine and the articles of papicr mache,
which are so beautifully decorated with flowers
and fruits composed of the iridescent shell of the
pearl oyster and gilding, are ornamented in qui'e
a different manoer. Thio scales ol 1nelshell are
selecied lor their color, or shade, and femented
to the suriace ol the material. The restof the
suriace is covered with successive coats ¢iJapao
varnish, geaenlly black, bel.nf_ -subjected 0 8

after each application. Wheo
the varnish is a8 thick a8 the shell ot urﬂgh-
ed, the gilding and painuag sdded, and a Howing
coat ol varnish put over the whole. The sur
face, if well dose, is almost as hard as the metal.
