Convention Bill Passed.

The election under the bill takes place in A-
pril, and the convention assembles m May.—
The lollowing are \he leading provisions ol the
bill:

Section | enacts that the second Wedoesday
of April next, at the same places where county
and city delegations are now, by law, held for
the election ol delegates 10 the General Assem-
bly, every person entitled 10 vote for delegates
to the General Assembly shall vote on the ques-
tion of a call of a coavention 10 frame a pew
constitution and form of government, by ex-
pressing in writing or by priated lorm the words
“For a Convention,” or “Agninsta Coavea-
tion,”” as the case may be; and in case there
shall be any ballots without the designation so
prescribed, the same shall oot be couvated for or
agaiost a conveation, but & separate retura shall
be made thereof by the Judges of Election.

Sec. 2. That at the said election the registered
voters of the State shall elect, by ballot, delegates
10 the said Conveduon, whose 'qunliﬁctlinm
shall be the same as those now required for
members o! the House ol Delegates, and each
county and the cny of Balumore shall be en-
titled to elect the same aumber of delegates, res-
pectively, 10 the said Conventica as they were
allowe: in the late Coaventivca which framed
the existing Consiitution ; snd it is bereby pro-
vided, that the Sherifis of the several counties
and the sherifl ol Baltimore city sbhall give no-
tice of the day above desigoated lor boldiog said
elecion lor a call ol a ccaveatioa and for mem-
bers thereol, n the same maoner and for the
same Lime as required for notice for the election
ol members of the General Assembly.

Sec. 3. That it shall be the duty of the several
Judges ol Election of this State to receive, ac-
curately count, and duly returo the aumber ol
ballots, so cast, to the several Clerks ol the Cir-
cuit Court of this State, and to the Clerk ol the
Suoperior Court of Balumore city, as the same
are now required 10 be returned for the election
of members to the House of Delegates ; and the
several clerks aforesaid shall retura 10 the Gov-
erbor, within ten days after the saxd election, the
number of ballots cast lor and agaiost the call ol
a convention, and the number ol ballots cast lor
the several persons voted for as delegates tothe
said Conveation.

See. 4. That as soon as the Governor shall re-
ceive the retorn of the number ol ballots cast
at the said election for and against a convention®
aod the blank ballots cast, and the ballots easi
for delegates 10 said coaventon, it shall be the
daty of the Governer to count and castup the
same, and thereapon, if it appear 10 the Gover-
nor that more voiles have been cast m favor ol

Sec. 9. That in case ol relusal or neglect of
any Judges ol Election, or ol any Clerk of the
Coaurts, or of say shenfl of any county or 1he
sherifi ol Baluumore city, 10 make any ol the re-
returns or to perform aoy of the duties required
of them by the provisions of this act, such Judge
Clerk or sherifl, so refusing or neglecting, shall
be liable 10 indictment for such ofience, and
upoa coav iction thereol, shall be deemed guilty
ol a misdemeanor, and shall he seatenced to
pay a fioe of pot less 1han §1,000, and to im-
prisooment in the jail ol the county or city,
where such ofience may have been commitied,
for a term of not less than six months.

Sec. 10. That no Senator or Representative in
the Coogress of ibe United States, nor any Judge
of a Circuit Court, or the Supenor Court of
Common Pleas, or Criminal Court ol the city
ol Balumore, nor Clerk ol any Court, 0o regis-
terof Wills, norany sherfl, shallbe eligible

to saxd Conveantiqn.

Sec.1]. That when the Governor shall re-
ceive the returos of the number of votes cast ia
this State lor the adoption or rejection of the
Coostitution submittied by rhe Conveatioa to the
people, if, upoa counting and casting up the re-
turns made to him, ashereiabefore prescribed,
it shall appear that s majonity of the votest cast
at saud election are in lavor ol the adoption of
ibe said Constitation, he shall issue bis procla-
mation 10 the State declariag the lact, and shall
take such measure as thall be required by said
Coastitation, 10 carry the same into cflect and
to supersede the old Coastitution.

Sec. 12. That ia case of the death, resigoa-
tios or omission ol the Goveroor 10 issue the
proclamation heretofore required, the President
ol the Senate, orin case of his death, resigna-

woo, remova l or omission, the Speaker of the

Hoase of Delegates shall issue the said procla-
mation ; aad the failare oromission to issue such
proclamation shall not preveat the assembliog of
the Coarvention.
