First—The chief executive officers of the Eate
Rebel Government, including the President,
V;e? Pre.!jdmt. heads of departments, agents
in foreign countries, military officesrs above the
grade of Briglltilzier General, naval officers above
the grade of Captain, and Governors of Siates,
Second—All who were guilty of ireating other-
wise thaa as lawlul prisoners of war those cap-
tured during the war. Third—All persons in
civil, enilitary or naval confinement, legally held
" 10 bail for acts commited in behall of ine rebell-
o0, and all persons who were io any way en-
geged directly o1 indirectly in the assassination of
- President Lincoln.
‘We see but little importance in this proclama-
_ tion 20 far as 1t extends amnesty to those who

~ were engaged in the rebellion. Pardons have

been £o freely and ia discriminately graated that

there is little diflerence between giving them io
a lump or through pardon brokers. Its chiel
importance is that the whole proclamation, with
its battery of whereases, is an attack upon and
a defiace of the Congressional plan of recoc-
struction. In advance ol 1ts jssue the Presiden-
tial organ at Washington is claiming the Cabi
netasa unit (General Grant excepted ), in declar-

i0g that the eflect of the Proclamation is to re-
lease all those pardoned under it Irom all pen-

alties incurred by the complicity in the rebellion
including all disability as to the exercise ofihe
nght of sufirage.

Hon. Benjahin Harrison tho.ll'ow Con-
stitution—He Urges its Rejection.

A public meeting of the citizens ol St. Mary’s
county was held at Leonardtown on Friday last,
when speeches were made in favor of the new
Constitution by Colonel Walter Muchell, of
Charles county, and Hon. B. A. Jaimson, and
in favor of 1ts rejection by Hon. B.G. Harne.—
We have only room for a few extracts from Mr.
Harrri’s speech :

He comulenced by saying that the friends of
the Coostitution urged its adoption as a “*choice
oftwo evils.,”” But he thought the people ol
Maryland could reject the one, and order a new
one without the political evils that weie appar-
ent in the one under consideration, and added:

‘] sincerely regret that a body “in which, as
these gentlemen said, there was not a single
Republican, should send forth a document so
destitute of Democratic principles, or rather so
full ot those principlesadopted by the Radicals.”

He proceeds at lengtl 10 review that clause
ol the new Constitution which debars the Legis-

lature from granting compensation for slaves
concluding on this subject as lollows :

Now, my fellow Democrats, itis to me very
mysteribus indeed how all this has ceasad to be
Democratic doctrine in three short yéars. It ap-
pears 10 me that il it was Democratic doctrine
n 1864, it ought 1o be 80 in 1867. Are these
things to be ajmost insultingly denouaced when

yet they were evidently passed subject 1o the
provisions of the statute of February 5, 1862,
which authorizes the emission ol the first series
of 5-20 bonds. The condition of the finances
at this time was lsmentable. The daily expen-
diture amounted 10 one and a quarter millions a
day, and the heavy arrearages due the troops
were pressing with grest severity upon the
Treasury. Two nhundred millions of dollars
were requiled 10 meet the demands of the pub-
lic service for the six moaths ending Juse 30,
1862, and only ninety-one millions were availa-
ble, to be obtained by the sale ol loans authoriz-
ed, but not yet taken. The baoks had suspen-
ded specie payments, were withdrawing their
circu lation, and, by the embarrassing accumula-
tion of United Siates demand notes, were obliged
to decline receiving further deposits. Various
plans were tried to support the credit of the gov-
ernment, which had already borrowed on the
s~curily of three years bonds at seven and three-
tenths per cent., of twenty years stocks at six
and one-half, nearly two hundred millions of
dollary, but, all proved meflectual. Sixty mil-
lions of United States notes were in circulation,
but were looked upon with distrust. Coongress
was hesitating over the legal tender clause ol the
Money bill, and it was not until alter the ajop
tion of the section, presently to be mentioned’
that any hope could beenteriained ol 11s passage
Toe bill provided for one hundred and filty
millioos of legal tender paper money, and (o in-
spire confidence among lenders that tunds would
be lorthcomiog to meet thedebt of the United
States it was enacled that all duties on imported
goods should be paid in coin. This coin was
ordered 1o be set apart as a special fund 10 be
applied 10 the payment ol the interest on the
bonds and notes ot the United States, and 10 the
purchase or payment of one per cent. of the
enttre debt, 10 be made within each fiscal year.
The bonds thus redeemed were to set apart
as a sinking fund, and the interest in coin to be
applied in like wnanner. Upon the faith ot this

section the moneys called for by the needs of the
goveroment were speedily forthcoming and the
credit of the United State revived. The friends
of republican istitutions everywhere disposed
of their interests in home companies and reinves-
ted in our loans. The timely aid granted, and
the confidence displayed 1n the honorof the gov-
erhment, enabled us to carry on the contest for
existence toa successful termination. The
sacrifices ol our ciizens, the toils and privations
of our soldiers would all been fraitless, had not
the means been aflorded to conduct the war-
lare. Money, money, money, the first Nar-
