The tragic finale of tlie history ol the lule
schooner John T'. Ford, in the voyage to Europe
will have, it is to be hoped, the eflect ol putting
an end to the mania for crossing the ocean in
boats. Even if such efforts are successful, they
produgce no beneficial consequence, and are the
occasion of great peril and hardship to the per-
sons who risk the consequences ol such voyages.
I'rom the account ol the trip, by the oaly sur-
vivor, It appears that the parties on board
suffered extremely. The biat shipped water,
and the crew  were obliged ‘to perform their du.-
ties in wetclothing. On the 25th ol July the
boat capsized aud righted again, but their bread
and stores were wetied. On the 5th of August
she capsized again by which they lost all their
supply of oil and the principal part of their water.
This condemned thewn to darknessat night, so
that they could not see the compass in order to
steer. On the 1¢h or August the boat capsized
again, the ballast shilted, the boards which sus-
tained it having been burncd, and allon board

were thrown into the sea. They managed to get
hold of the boat, which remained bottom upward,
but were frequently washed off. In this nuser-
ble ;;osition they continued one night and a day.
One the poor tellows yielded to the waves. They
prayed together as often as they could, beiag
interrupted by the washiog of the waves. The
mate kissed the likeness ol his wife and fe}! gyer-
board. The Captaia, crying out **CGod help
my poor wile and lamily,” yieided 10 the vio-
Jence of the waters. Arwstrong, the survivor,
was carried ofl atthe same t:me, but succeeded
in gaining the boat, [requently bLeing carried
away, butbravely struggling 10 secure lus place.

True,
the shippers may make themselves liable to
penalties, but there 1s nobody to complain a.
cainst them. The passengers will not, and cus-

tom house officers can be easily induced 10 pass
over flagrant cases un-er theallegation that they
are no business of theirs. Mr. McCul'och’s
hope is to convince them thatitis; and, as he
has done before, he calls their attention 10 it by
a circular.
