Affidavits of every description are exempt from
stamp daty.

Color Only Skin-deep.

A mong the many naturalcuriosties exhibited
In this country the past twenly years one of the
most remarkable was the negro wno was turning
white. Much discussion was aroused by this
real or supposed phenomenon. Some believed,
but most were skeptical; and many avowed that
the discoloration was einther work of art or
disease. The question was never finally settled,
and when the negro died the interest of the pub-
lic died with him. But it 1he Norfolk Day
Book 13 10 be believed, this
not so rare 3 phenomenon as was pretended, nor
I8 it due to anything but regular physiological
causes—all in the course of nature.

The Norlolk paper reports that there are in
that city a dozen negrqes in the various stages
of this change of color, one of whom, a very old
mao, is now completely white. The Day iiook
says :

“It takes many years for the change 1o pass
entirely over the person, and while it is so pas-
sing the subject presents the most singular, and
In many cases, revolting spectacle imaginable.
There 1s one negro man in this city, bearing the
unmistakablo leatures of the African, whose
y 1s whiteand whose face is asblack. There
I3 a woman whose face 1s piebald, and another
who nas lately commenced to turp; in this last
case the first indicauion ot a change in complexion
was given by the appearance of a white spot
behind one of her ¢ars. There is another sub-

Jeztia this city, whose face, hands and arms are

white, and whose body is black; the change in
this case has been very slow, he having eom-
menced to turo when a boy. It is a remarkable
face that in most cases of this kind the subjects
bear on their physiognomies all the features
of thefull blooded African.”

The comparative frequency of this physiologi-
cal phenomenon does not, however, make 11 less
remarkable, and if the Day Book’s account 19
authentic, it affords a fine scientific nut lor
ethnologists to crack—it they can.
