Tourpey, which he comuwitted on the 4tk of
July last. — b &

‘Detafls of the Crime.
The circumstances ol 1he murder as sfown by
the testimopy elicited upon the trial, together

| with the coanfession o! the accused are these:—

Oa the oight in question, at about eleven o’-
clock, Welsh was reiurning homeward from a
drunkea frolic in company with an . associate
named Beéruard Farrley, who was likewise
greatly igloxicated wun hiquor. Wuea with-
10 afew squares of the poiat ol their destina-
ion they siopped a lew miautes for some per-
sun when the deceased chaaced 10 pass by, As
be did so Farrley made use ol'an indecent threat,
which he attempled lu execule upon the siranger,
whercuponexciled words,and thea heavy blows,
followed, '

Tourney, who was atal!, muscular individ-
ual, was suore 1han a.watcd for botb his antago-
nists, who were men of small stature aad 1n-
lerior streagitv}and soons the (o were lyiog io
the gutler—Welsh beneath, Tourney upon hin
aud Farrley uppermost—the first apd lastnawed

Upon inquiry sbe learged that it bad
beea found Ijing ' betide the dead man, in the
sireel. l{tculle.:lmg' tbat Tuomas had come
home the previous night bare-headed, she be-
g;n to suspect that he was nopheated n the al-
:a.r. She thereupon hastened home «and arvus-
ed the 1wo sicepers, 1o whom she related the
cacumstances which bad just occurred, aund
added hier suspicions as 10 wuo was the author
ol the terriine deed, :

“Why, Tom,” she exclaimed, as she made a
new discovery, **here’s yoar kuile lying oo the
iable, with the biade open, and all covered wilh
blood—how’s this 7 ‘lhe drunken stupor
which had fallen upon the guilty menhad pass-
ed off sufliciently to enable them to recollect at
this ume sowething about a street altercation
with'a man, a lew hours before, but of the fi:
nale ol it ihey remembered nothing. They
were cuuvince}.l.'laowei'tr, from what the litle
girl had saud 10 them, that they must _have ta-
ken the man’s lite. - They okt Katy fo throw
ihe koile into the vauli, which she did,und then,
aller enjoining upon her sinct secresy, in case

While thus engaged,on tne alternoon
ol the same day, one of the policemen met with
a boy, who informed hun tbat atabout midaight,
2> he wwas passing aloog the sireet 10 which the
murder took place,'hc met i(wW0o men who eppear-
ed to be very drunk. One ol them, he said,
bad no  haion, and carred an open kaife in
bis rizbt band ; they went jo thatdirection, he
continued, [pointing towards Welsh’s house. |
A sudden bnghi Hash of higating justat the mo-
menit when he passed them enabled him to dis-
tpguish Whe features ol tee haless man, whose
appeatance he describpd so accuraiely 10 the
Jetective that the latter was enabled 10 trace the
object of his scarch without much difficalty.—
Katy at first lalsified, but eventually told all tbat
‘he knew ol ihe atfair. The kaile was recov-
ered, and when Welsh and Fartley camie bome
at nigtt they were al once arresied and convey-
ed to jail. : _

The Conviction and Sentence.
Io the moath ol November the dccused were

iried at the Court ol Oyer and Terminer, before
Judge Depue,’'dpon a jormt indiciment for mur-
der in \be first degree. Toe legal iavestigation
occupied but hiule tioe, sad resulied ia the con
gictivd of both parties, who were 1mmediately
seateoced L0 be execyied 0o (he second day ol
the then ensuisgJanuary.- An spplcation

Welsh’s Prison Demeanor.

Duriog the -perod of his incarceration, Welsh
has always behaved in a quiel, orderly :naoner,
and has given no trouble whatgvet 10 his custo-
dians.: He has constanily spoken with Ireedoa
ol his crime, admiting that he was, doubtless
galty, but averring that he miust have been
crazed with inoxicatiog liquor at the ume, as
he bad 0o recollectivn ol baving stabbed the
deceased. The koile with which he committed
the murder was of the ordioary dirk patiern,
and 10 accouaung lor its pussession, he said
that he
the Fourth of July, when be Jeft the canal boat,
as there was no lock upon the cabin, and he was
afraid 1t might bo stolen 10 his absense.

The Execation.

The scaflold, ooe of the ordinary. pattern, §0
olten described, consistiog of two uprights and
A cross-beam, was erecte-l withio the jail build-
ing, in the south-¢ast corner of the maio hall,
aad lacing the celis occupied usually by untried
prisvners, The inmaies ol these apartments
were removed on Wednesday 10 other cells, in
a remote quarter of the pnson, where they re-
mained uatl alter the execution.

At an early hour this moming a large crowd
of persons assembled ia the vicinity of the jad,
with the hope, perhaps,of getiing a glimpse ol
the death-scene, but under the njunctivas ol
Judge Depue, wha sentenced the prisoner, nooe
were filowed 10 enter exc pta select number
ol persons chosen by the Suenfl, and consist-
iz principaly of mewmbers of the press and
medical gentlemer. .

Thne culprit’s last hours were spent 13 the com-
pany of nis relatuves, with whom he spoke leel-
ing ly ol hisapproaching doom. On New Year's
Day he ate but Intle, aud ag tiines appeared 10
be quite despondent. lo the eveniog his moth-
er and sisters vited him, and Lade him lare-
well.” His lather and biothers ako called 10 see
biw, and one of the latter remaiped with bhim
uatil e last moment. :
