reiostaled Secretary Stanton Secretary of War,
by a vote of 35 yeas 10 6 nays. This of
course, has caused considerable comment from
public men throughout the country, and especi-
ally among the friends ol Mr. Johnson, owing
to the strong feeling that exists between those
two high officials. According 1o the staiement
made by a Washington correspoudent of the
Baltimore Sun of Wednesday, an agreement
had been entered into between the President and
Gen. Grant that the General should hold on 10
the War office until the claims of Mr. Stanion
could be settled by the court in case the Sepate
reinstated him, but on the night afier the rein-
statement, the Presideat, Geo. Grant and Mr.

the Senate, bul the President being engaged in
receplion, did not examine the notiication until
the uext moroing, after Mr. Staatun had taken
possession.

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News Bummary.
Geon. Butler has made a speech in Richmond,
he argued agaiast the lolly of the
Southren people opposiag the Reconsiruction
acts, and hopihg for better terms. He said
they could not get other terms than those now
proposed by Coogress, lor, whatever chaonge
might take place, the Senate would not change
for six years, and before two years could ex-
pire the adm ission of the Siates 10 their rights
would be accomplished on the present lerms.
The Reconstruction Committee of the House
of Representatives have agreed upon a new bill.
It declares invalid and illegal the governments
existing in the late insurrectionary Siates, gives
Gen. Grant lull supervisory powerover the acts
ol the military cvimmaoders ia these States,
with authority 1o remove themifbethiaks pro-

per and detail other oflicers, and also to remiove
any civil officers acting uander the existing Pro-
visional Goyeroments.

Washington despatches gives some interest
10g paruiculars in relation 1o 1he effort that is
making 10 bring up the question of the coastitu
uooality of the Recvnstruction laws 10 the Su-
preme Court. The case reliad nnon 1s the ez
parie one ol McArdle,on the application for a
writ of hebeas corpus. McArdle was a news
paper edior, and was unprisoned lor denounc
ing Gen. Ord and other officers as satraps, tovls
aod despots. Gen. Ord arresied McArdle ay
an impediment (0 reconstruction. Tae case
stands lar back on the docket, andin the oriii-
nary course ot business would not come before
the Court for many moanths. Oa Fnday Mr.
Jeremiah Black moved 1o advance the case on
the docket, su that 1t would be taken up atonce
Auorney General Stsnbery. was preseat, and
stated that s he had advised the President 1hat
Ihese acts of Congress were unconstitutional,
he could not conduct the case for tne Govern-
menl. This lact he had communicated 10 Gen.
Grani, and the later was making arrangem ents

A short time ago Leverich bought a hand-

some house in New Jersey.—JY. Y. Podl.

The Tribune ol Tuesday says :

Leverich is aboul twenty-five years old, and
bas been for seven years a trusied employee of
ihe Ciiy Baok., A lew days ago he sent word
W the cashier, bis uncle,that owjog 10 indispusi-
tion he was unable 1o appear at his desk. On
the lollowuﬁ moruing a messenger was seat to
lns bouse, No. 80 Vg Twentysixth street, to
luquire alter his healih, but was upable 10 see
bun. Another was sent, and he also returned
without baving seen the sutlerer. This, 10 con-
nechion with viher suspicious circutusiances re-
cently brought 10 the notice ol the bank ofhcers,
prompted an examiuation ol Leverich’s books,
which was eotered 1to, and resulied iathe dis-
covery that he was a delaulter to the amount of
841 ,000. Detectives were set to work with-
vul delay, and belore night they succeeded n
developing the lollowing lacts : .

Leverich left his house 10 company witli his,
wileon the day precediog that vo which he no-
tibed the bank officers of his illoees. He had
lorwarded bis trunks 10 Mr. ——, at Newtown,
L l.,and had wun him ounly a valise and a
shawl. He s live leet eight inches in height, bas
very “i1gh and prowmioent cherk boaes, and wears
a small woustache. Hiswile is short and stoul.
A lew werks ago Mr. Taylor was advised that
Levench bad purchased a house up town. He
lust 0o time in questioning the young maa io
regard to_the latwer, koowing that he could
hardly afford to purchase .real estate wiih the
hined savingeof a taok clerk on a salary of
\Wo thousand dollars a year, and was assured
'bat 00 money had been paw upon the proper-
v, but that he had bought it on morigage. A
lew days afteward be informed Mr. Taylor that
ihe transaction had been cancelied, 1t was not
many days belore Mr. Taylor learoed iha1 Leve-
rich was buildiog a bouse in Englewood, N. J.,
and again questioned his rubordinate, who prom-
ised to reliaquish his building speculation.

Theseare the only circumstances bearing up-
on the case with which the press has been tur-
nished. Various rumors are afloat in relerence
to the amouat embezzled, rome fizing it a1 §30 -
000, others placing u st 500,000, and specula-
oo is nle as 10 the direction in which the de-
ln_lnnﬁ teller has fled.
