Most kinds of farm siock cin be eonﬁned all
wiater tooane kind of food snd not suffer mate-

rially from it, bat such is not the case with the -

sheep. During the summer sheep will tire ot
the best clove: pasture and leave it for the bet-
ter, and il duriag the winter they are exclusive-
ly on gdod clover or tiznothy hay, they will soon
gladly feave 1t 1o the coarsest wheator rye
siraw and eat the [atter with an evident relish.

domesuc animals, the sheep of all others, re-
quires a coastant variativnio the kind and quan™
uty ol us food. There are lew larmers so #itu-
ated that they cannot give their sheep the requi-
site change ol jood, and pone who should keep
them i they cannot_give them this pecessary
chaoge. .

Maoy of our practical men differ as to the a-
mouant ol lood required by sheep. As far asmy
own expenence goes | am satisfied diat one
pouad ol good clover hay, hall pound of corn
and two pounds ol oat straw per day will keep«
a sheep in good ureeding or stock order dul"i:z
the winter.
