How to Fresh Salt Butter.

Churn the butter with new milk, in the pro-
ortion of a pound ol butter to a quart ol milk.
l';‘re:t the butter in all respects in churning as il
it was fresh. Bad butier may be improved
greatly by discolving it therouzt Iy in hot water.
Let 1t cool, then skim 1t ofl and churn it again,
adding a small quantity of good salt and sugar.
A small gquantity may be tried and approved be-
lore trying a largerone. The water should be
merely hotenough to melt the butter.-- Exchange.
