Nea:ly all the land, as l'ﬂ'l{) intelligent read-
er must know, is possessed by the Rebel ele-
went, and 1t is by securing cniployment at the
bauds ot these men that the poor, both black
and white, must hive, and as a consequence Lhe
landholder can eaercise great influence over his
employee, and this was exereised continually.
The threat to discharge all who voted was al-
most universal, while the promises 10 retain
those 10 employ who wouold remain away were
profuse, and the resulican well be imagined. —
Such tactics would carry an election almost
any where ; and the effect would be far more
apparent where the state of society is disorgan-
1zed, and where all the wealth was arrayed oo
one side, and nearly all the poverty on the
other, snd where there was free vent for every
kind of trickery alid chicanary.

In additioh 10 the tactics already spoken of,
another systemn was employed exclusively with
the poor whites. Tothem it was represented
that the Coostitution irrevocably established
negro supremacy ; that the result of its adop-
tion would be negro Governors, negro legisla
tors, Congressmen, &c., and that it should be
beaten at all hazards.

Many vegeta-
bles are nearly ruined by being stored in cellars
ol houses teated by a furnace. This should
never be allowed. It1s better never to stcre
such things in a cellar under a house, butin a
cool place either under the barn or elsewhere.—
The cooler they are kept the better, it they do
not freeze.—.dmerican Journal ¢f Horlicullure.
