She denied the
privilege, and be insisted with violent language,
and finally ordered her to leave the premises, or

he would pitch her and her furniture outinto the
road. She states that they never co habited as
man and wife. That.deceased retired 10 his

beach. or plank before the fire, when th-
was again aroused by his seizing a table be.
longing to her and ¢raggiog it towards the d.or,
as if 10 throw it in the road. That he was very
much excited and acted 1n & very violeot man-
ger. That he pulled the tadle towards the door
which he had thrown open, as though to throw
it out, and then sat down on his plank, looking
towards the fire. She arose from bed very an-
gry, seized a pesile wade by the deceased lor
beating apples in cider making, srept up behind
him, without his seeing her and struck him a
heavy blow on the head, which knocked him ov

er senseless. She then siruck bhim a second
ttme while he was lying prostrate. Thatseeing
that he was worse hurt than she intended, she
struck no more. Atthis stage of the tradgedy,
het elder daughter made a noise in coming
Jown stairs, as she stood over the body. The
younger daughfer who slept iu the same room
woke up, and the three took the body acmoss the
road and laiditdown. The deceased was theo
alive as indicated by his groans. She bade her
daughters gopack 10 the house, dug a hole ber-
self, and placed the body in it. Having covered
it with dirt, she placed shavings on top to coa-
cea! the place otburial, Aftter placing the shav-
ings on the newly made grave, she heard the
most unearthly groans procreeding {rom the bur
ied man. Coonscience siricken she turned and
fled trom the scene of her horrible crime.

She see;ned to Le drawn to the spot by some
terible [3scinatjon, and some time afierwards dis-
covéred in ope of her visits passiog the grave’
that the hogs had rqqted yp part of the skeleton
which she carefully reinterred. Again she discover-
ed that a dog had scratched up the skull and carried
into the adjoining field. This she took with ber,
and making a circait aroand the fieid, baried itio
the woods under a cedar tree.

She denies that Mrs. Clarke's testimony was cor-
rect as to finding, in as muc+ a3 she had berself bur-

ied it a long distance off prior to the visit of Mrs.

Clarke to the grave,
