Ramblings wilh the Armyin the West.

road. Wentthrough toChicago without change.
Reached Omaha, Nebraska, on the evecing of
the 17th, (Frniday.) Omabha is a thriving city,
situated on the west bank ol the Missoun river,
about 600 milesabove St. Louis. We reached
the west bank by means of asteam ferry boat,
about 9 o’clock, whean the cfficers in charge of
the party told us to remain where we were un
tilmorning. In the meantime, they would go
to town (about § of a mile distant) and procure
us some hot coffee ; our lare on the line of trav
el irom New York having been simply *‘hard
tack’ and ““salt hoss.” Alteraccuple of hours
of weary waiting and watchiong, (for we were
tired,) we were compelied to *““turn in’’ withoat
our promised coffee, So uostrapping our kna
sacks, we (mysell and chum) spread our blank-
ets on the lee side ol a pile ol lumber, as it was
blowing ratber fresh, and were soon lostindrcam-
land. Towards moraing | was awakened by
a sound ol splach! splash! andon turing o-
ver discovercd, 10 my great copsternation, that
it was raining fearfully, and as the ground was
low where we had spread our blankets, we
were surrounded with about lour inches of *‘as
wetl water,”” my chum observed, *“‘as he ever
saw-”’ Pretty fix, wasn’tit? Koapsack, zlothes
and blankets wet as they could possibly be, a
very chilly motniog, andihe rain pouring down
in torrents ! However, there was no help lor
it, 5o we gathered up our *“traps,’” struck a Dee
line for an old deseried Saw Mill near by, duilt
a rousiog fire by which to dry ourselves, hop
ing that with the appearance of daylight the
raio would cease. Vai i
creased iostead ol abating, and the old mill leak-
ed so that it was lmrsslhle togetdry, and as
much as we could do to kee

We were told 10 make ourselves as comlortatle
as we could unul noon, which most, if not all,
ol the parny did by immediately going up into
the town. Noon arrived, and our party all be
ing together we started lor the towan (o receive
instructions where to camp: Afier staading on
the street for an bour or more, we started for
our camp,about halfa a.ile from town. And
such a ume as we had getting there! Mud
koee deep, and the rain failing as though the
flood gatesof Heaven had opened to engulf us.
Struggling through the mud and water we fi
n:tl:{ reached our camp, which bad always been
u

ain hope! The rain in-

as a rendezvous for recruns.y fThe party in

advance of us, however, had struck all the tents,
which had been used at the reudezvous lor an
indefinite perwod, and carried them ofl. We
were compelled, tberefore, 10 put up new tents,
which bad agcompanied us trom the town in
wagons. There wasa job! moreespecially for
those uf the party who had never belore been in
the army, and were of course perfectly ignorant
of the mannper of sitting up a tent properly.—

However, we soon got them all up, and were

congratulating ourseives that we should lay there

three or four weeks, as had generally been the

case with recruits, when we received orders tc

make a cup of coflee each, strike tents and get
ready to leave in an hour. Thys were our
hopes again dashed to the earth. And then to
talk of making coffee inall thatrain! To
make coffee requires fire ; and it i1s the most
difficuli and aggravating thing in the world to
start a fire in the midst of a deluge ol watey.—
But my chum proposed we should make a fire
in our tent, and alter it had got under headway
to lift the tent from over it and roll it up, which
we did ; and so we had our coflee and were_ a-
mobng the first ready to leave camp.

At 6 o’clock, P. M., we took up our march
for the depot of the Union Pacific Railroad, dis-

tant about a mile, where we were to take cars

and shoot across the plains, atine rate of about

40 miles an hour, 10 the regiment to which we

had beed assigned. The cars we were put iato
were freight cars, and leaked like a sieve, while

the railraod company that we were not supplied
with better cars, lor it was then in its infancy,

and had but few passenger cars, running almost

exclusively Ireight cars with road matenal. At

the present lime, and even on my return East, |
found the road stocked with finer coaches than

I have seen on most eastern roads,

Towards evening (Sunday 19th,) the rain

ceased, and the sun rose with all his majesty.

About 11 o’clock, A. M., wereached Nonh Plat-
te City, 250 miles lrom Omaha, where was quar
tered our regiment. We werenotall sony whea
we disembarked from the cars, 233 we had been
unable 1o get any sleep in them, and our condi-
ton was anything but comlortable. On getting

out ol the cars, we*were marched 10 camp on
the edge of town, and jiold off into the various
cowpanies. The entire parly was pot into the

hrst Satallon ol the 4th Regiment. ltwasreal-
ly amusing 10 see the boys spread all their wet

clothes oo the grass in the sun, and then lie
down themselves 1o dry those in which they
stood. Never was sun more acceptable. North
Plaite city was a station ol the R. R. and con-
sisted of about fifty sbanties. It boisted ol a
bote), where a reasonable meal was furnished
the passengers and public at large for the mod-
est sum of one dollar in corrency.

““On the praires, aboul every (wenly or { wen
ty-five miles, are traders estab
of provisions to emigrants, lreighters, &c.—
These hoases -are called ““ranches.”’” - About
two miles lrom the ranche in question, was
stationed the company to which this ser-
gent belonged. The men had been accustomed
to go down to “Dutch Charlajo,”” (the ranche
keeper,) sometimes alone, armed or unarmed,
as the notion took them, not holding the redsin
any particular fear. Oan a certain evening, a-
bout dusk, the proprietor and sergent were sitt-
ing in the ranche engaged in conversation, when
in stalked about tiwenty Sioux Indians. These
fellows had caught a mouse, ol which there are
large numbers on the paine, and waated to trade
it for a drink ol whiskey for each ! Now, con-
sidering that the price of whiskey was tweanty-
five cents per glass, (and small glasses at that)
the ranche keeper laughed at the idea, said it
was pretty smart for an Jodian, and told them
to clear out, at which the reds became indig-
nant and scowled fiercely upon the iwo men
silting on the counter, whereupon the proprie-
tor and sergent reached for their rifles, and
presented them at the reds, causiog them to beat
a very hasty retreal. Next morning early, as
the sergent was on his way to camp, he was
waylaid and killed as above described by the
red devils, near a line ol blufls by which be had
to'pass to reach camp.’ Whea 1Be company
to which the sergent belonged heard of the af-
fair, they turned out, aud fifteen Sioux “‘bit the
dust” in retaliation therefor.”” We put the bones
under ground, and marked the spot as best we

could.
Wehad two orthree fights with the reds dur-

iog this trip, outol which we came first best,

po! Jossing a man. The trip occupied us ten
days, at the end of which we were again back
to the baoks of the Platie River, opposite Sedg-
wick. When we 1eached here, we fouad the
remainder of the battallion had crossed the nv-
er an] encamped outside the fort, waiting for
the 50ih Regiment 10 leave, beforé taking w
cession of the barracks inside the fort. e
waited until pear sundown, for the sun was
pretty hot, wheo we putour*‘traps” into a large
scow and started to pull itover. The river at
that time was about half a mile in widih, very
much awolen. The currant ran about six miles
an hour, and the bed nearly all quicksand. So
you may judge whata time we had in getting
to the opposite shore, which we did however,
without any accident. This same river, in the
depth of wiater, freezes sold to the botiom ;
but then it is not more thag eighteen inches io
depth ; while in spring, during the freshets,
its depth ranges from one ¥ eight feet. In the
course ol a week the 30th Regimeat left for
Fort Davy Russell, situated 1n Colorada, at the
base of the Black Hills, and imugedluelg on the
lLine of the railroad. We moved into their quar-
ters in Sedgwick, when commenced the dull
routine ol garri¢on life, with scarcely excitenien!
cuflictent to make lhfe ¢ndurable. True, the
reds were constantly around us,and could - be
seen at almost any time lrom the fort ; but we
were nol allowed to fire on them except they
approached withina certain distance of the fort.
