They go throug
lile with open hearts and open purces;the world
takes advantage ol their generosily; abuses them
for benefits conferred, and hates them for beae-
fits received.

How Loung Sheuld Cows be Milk-
¢d 7—-Every ooe that rears a calf annually
should go dry, lor the lgurpooe of rest and re-
cuperation, not less tban four weeks; and in
some instances, the time should be extended to
eight oreven twelve weeks. [la cow be in fall
flesh when she is about to come in, during the
growing season, she may be milked eleyen
months in a year. On the centrary when the
same cow is expecled 1o come jn during the
loddering sesson sheought to go dry at least
\wo mooths. llacow bein thin flesh she should
have three months for recuperation and rest,
especially il it is desirable to reara good call.
The discreet husbandmaan should exercise much
prudence and discretion in deciding how long a
cow may be milked, as no rule can be given
that is applicable to even a majority of cows.
We do koow this much, that milk cows re-
quire rest or cessation lrom being milked as ox-
en thst labor need rest. In maoy instances a
cow thin in flesh is milked during most ol the
winter months, and the resaltis—as it always
will be—that more will be lost in the produe-
tion of butter and cheese the following summer
than was gained by milking daring the wia-
tefr.
