(This was the transac-
(10 (0 which Bemator Sumoer relerred
1n his late speech opposing the appoint-
ment ol San Domingo Commissioners.)

THE REPTRLIO OF SAN DONIXEO.

- Boyer presided over the island tillI843,
when he was displaced by a revolution
headed by Riviera, and driven lrom the
island Shortly aflier this event the in-
habitants ol the eastern partof the island,
the old Spanish division, rose against the
Government and proclalmed the separate
Republic o! San Domingo, and in spite
of all the efforts ol Boulouque [afterwards
tbe Emperor Faustia 1, of Hayti| they
eventually succeeded in achieving therr
independence in 1849. A permanent
truce was arranged between the Repub.

Iice, and the island has ever since rer
mained divided.

CHANGES OF GOVYERNMENT,

The Provisional Government of 1he
new Republic atonce senta comm:ssion,
of which Cabral was a member, to Cu.
racoa to ofler the Presidency to DBaez.
But no sooner was Baez in<talled in of-
fice than Cabrul began successlully to
intrigue for his overthrow, ahd Daez
soon leit the 1sland in disgust. Cabral’s
reigh was shoiterthan that ol Daez.—
Baez was recalled by the people, gad, -
mainedPreaident. ntd LANVAWY' disorde
led the republicto become voluntanly
once more a Spaoish celony.

THE REPUBLIC RESTORED.

Misrule t nd oppressive taxation brought
sbout the revoluticn o! 1863, the restor
ation of the republic 1n 1865, and of
Baez as President, but no cessation al the
intnigues of Cabral, who, though much
inlerior in intelhigence to Baez, who wae
educated in Parie, hag many partisans
in the 1aterior, tha principsl strength of
Baez being at the capital and the large
seaports.

San Domingo is one of the richest in
natural resources of the West lodia Iss
lands, though thus far little bas ever
been doae to develop them, notwithe
stsnding the unusual mildness of its
tropical climate sad 1its many fine har.
