The second Robert E. Lee, of wnom
we know, is he who achieved distiactien,
and arose to such ‘“*bad eminence’ dur-
ing our civil war: Though said to be of
the same patniut blood as the last mention
ed, he must beregarded assome change-
ling, so much does he differ in character
from a true son of Gen. Heary Lee—of
revolutionary lame. This Robt. E. Lee
had not the knightly qualities. He was
not faithlul, for he deserted his couatry ,
he was not bold, for he dared not uphold
the right in face of opposing friends, he
was not fortunate, lor he lost his sword.
And more than all he failed to protect
the weak, which every true knights
sworn (o do, 1n thathe aliowed a*captive
enemy to suffer,and did not proffer as-
sistance. We first hear of this Robert
E. Lee,as sendiog in his resigoation as
an officer in his country’s armies, and
before i1t is formally accepted furtively
stealing over tothe camp ol her enemies,
carrving with him her secrets entrusted
to bim, through her confidence in his
fidelity. We next see him fightibg in a
cause not only atrocious in itself, but one
which bad not hisownapprobation,and a:

to Justify rebellion. Here is faithlessness
both to her he deserted, and to those he
wasaidi g by his dword. He was bold,
but only bold to face the musket agd the
canaocn,; bhe was not bold to maiotain the
right that he approved and to bear the
reproaches ol insensate men who up
held a wrong which he in his heart con-
demued. He lacked the moral courage
that sustains a man in his purpose, a-
“midst the crowds tumultuous cries,”?
—a much rarer and nobler quality than
that which enables one to enter a breach
otmount a bastion. When he rose to
chiel command he was not fortunate, for
he failed to achieve any very distinguish.
ed success. He showed no consummate
ability, though possessed of many qual-
ities of the good soldier, for he wasof,
ten foiled in his plans, frequently beatea
in important engagements, and finally
compelled to surrender without condi-
tions and at discretion. The utmost that
can be claimed for him as a commander
is, that ne was able by a Fabian polity
to protract the war, which but lor his
skill would sooner have terminated to
the saving ol much useless effusion ol
blood, and thousands of valuable lives.

| Ig ;b he is notinnocent of wroong, for

he cosu'inuéd the contest against over-
whelming odds 1u; Many MOoNths after he
koew it to be hopeless, [or tus Saas ©f
gratifying bis military pride. But iue
blackest blot upou his name is that de-
nved from the heartless indifference he
showed to the suffering of those men
whbom the fortunes of war had made
his prisopers. A single word from him
would bave served to bring alleviation
(o the, paios of those freezing, starving,
dying men conhoed at the Libby prison

The progress ol the Continental war
creates great ioterest in New York, es-
pecially°since the commencement of the
bombardment ol Pariss The papers
contain most minute details of every
movement made by the contending par:
lies.and telegrams received between the
times of 1ssue are duly sted on the
bulletin boards for the edihication of the
great throogs who constantly besiege
them. The war has been a source of
great wea!th 1d many New York specu-
lators, though the shipment of arms and
war matenal to the beligerents, the
greater portion of which, howeve:, went
to France. Bat their speculations are a¢
bout brought to a close, as the Prussians
have s» closely surrounded Paris asto
render it impossible lor anything to en-
ter the city except thewr shells, which
they are pouriog ia without mercy, caus-
ing ternble destruction of both lile and
property. The guns ol the Prussians
now command nearly the entire city,and
unless the Parisiaons surrender their beau
tilul city will be reduced to ashes, that
determination baviog been expressed by
Kiog Willam.

A painful surgiesl operition wag pet-
formed at the general hosplial in Toren-
to, one day last week, by three surgeons,
upon a man named McCalloch, a resi
dent of Halico, near€®Georgetown, who
was afilicted by a cancer in the mouth.—
It seems that about lour moanths ago M.
McCulloch Brst ubserved =ym toms t.uI
disease n the gums, and supposiog (hal
the case originated io the teeth,bad some ol
them extracted. ‘This, howerer, did not
remove the disease, which gradually de.
veloped itsell iuto a cancer 0l a violent
type. Feeling bis condition alarmi*g,
he decided upon going to the hospital,
and entered that institution. The sur-

p-in-chiel, upon making an exsmioas
tion of his patient and having a consul-
tation of surgeons, determ'ned upon the
necess ity of an operation, in order, il pos
sible, to save the m>n’s lhile by cuiting
out the diseased parts.

Belore beginning, however, he intima
ted that it was more than possible that

the disease had reached the brain, sod|just recelved and for sale at

this was subsequently found 1o be the
case. The patent was placed uonder
chloroform belore the operation, aod
as it was a very difficult one, a large
anumber of students aod medical men
were in attendence. The disease was
situsted 1n the left upper jaw, and bad
reached the back of the eye, which was
protrudisg outward. :

An ipcision was made n the centre
ol the upper lip, as high as the nestril;
theoce along the opening of the nostiril
and upward along the fyrrow where the
nese joios the cheek; thence along the
lower eyelid 1o the cheek booe, and
theoce hali way to the ear, fiom which
poiat the skiu was carelully dissected
dowan to the cotner ol the mouth. The
other soit parts were then divided, and by
the use of the saw, the bone was cul
through to the rool o! the mouth, where
the jaw joins that on the opposite side,—
The bone between the noseard the mouth
was seperated in the same manner, and
the whole bone embracing the upper
jaw including the teeth and the floor ol
the eyeball, was then entirely removed.

It was uow discovered, as expected,
that the base of theskull was extensively
involved in disease. Caustic was then
applied to the deep parts, uot removable
by the operation, and the skin stitched
neatly back to its proper place. The
patient lost, ol course,a large quantity
of blood but there is every probability ol
his ultimate recovery. The disase may
appear hereafier, asit 18 at present strik-
ing toward the brain, A similar opera:
tion was pe.formed about nine weeks a-
go, at the hospital by the same surgeon,
upon a man named Vanloovian, a resi-
deat of the county of Grey, and he lelt
the hospital three weeks alierword quite
recovered. He returned in seven weeks
in periect health, but fearing a reappear.
anceol! the disease, it was lound (0o be
simply an abcess which had lormed on
the parts operated on, and which disaps

peared in a few days.
