In 1864 it dewnanded the extinc
tion and perpetual prohitition ol slavery
by an indisputable constitutional amend:
ment. It 1800, itrose in its demands
and planted itself on the Civil Rights
bill, and it also urganized a Freedmaa’s
Bureau, for the protection of the millions
ithad enfranchised, regardless of all clam-
or as 10 its cost 1o the Treasury. In 18067
it advanced still further, and demanded
that equality under the law, the validity
ol the war debt, the utter illegality of the
