As though it were not
enoughshe should sufler such misery and
humiliation at the hands of the Prussians,
she is now undergoing the horrors ol a
civil war. The motio of the insurgents
in Paris seems 10 be ““rule or ruin,’”” and
th2y are in a fair way 1o ruin the whole
country if hut checked in their wild and
lawless career. The governmeat at Ver-
sailles, finding all their elloris for peace
disregarded 1n Paris, at lengih concluded
to make march oo that city and disperse
the rebels and compel by force ol arms
obedience to law and order.
