Club Foot in Cabbage.
As the searon 1s rapidly approachiog
when seeding for cabbage plants will be
in order, a word or two about club loot
may not be outof place. Some contend,
with a good show of_reason, thatgrow-
1ng cabbage op the same ground lor sev-
eral years in succession tends to the pro-
duction of club foot, but as the Jisease
is known sometimes (o in fest cabbage the
first season on the ground, continous
cropping cannot be the sole causeol it. .
In some cases it 1s traced to larve of ' :
some Insect, operating at the base ol the |
stem ol the plant, which produces elongai
ted swelling or blotches, giving shelter
to the pests which feed upon its vital
juices, retard its growih and cause de-
cay. Frequent'changes ol ground may
do much towards checking the disease,
while otheraids are found in a liberal ap:
plication of wood ashes, marl or cust ol
charcoal dibbled in at the time of setiing
out the plahts. It is recommended by
some, to combine fresh soot and pow-
dered saltpetre in the proportion of four
quarts of the former and one pound ol
the latter mixed with water to the cop-
sistency of tar. At the time of placting
immerse each root io the proportion, and
