Americao, of one cf the most cold bloody
ed murders that has occurred in .Beki-
more for sometime. The accountgives the
particulars of the murder as well as. of
" the murderer’s arrest 40d 1m prisonment:.

#Pérhaps no murder perpetrated 1a this
city lor years bas more \horoughly hon
fied the commuanity thao the killing o}
Police Officer Clarke oo Monday oght
'The crime seems uiterly withoutl a mo-
tive. Clark was ooe of tbe most mode:t
unassumiog and gentlemanly officers ol
the police force. His maaners atall
times was pleasaat, and his treatment of
the unlortunate creatures uonder his
charge was such as (o rob imprisonment
ol its terrors. From the evidence given
telore the jury Aonie Lawrence. alias
Annie Cheaowith, who keeps a house ot
ill-tame on the corner of Centre and Hul
hday streets, bas been keeping Kussey
for some weeks. Kussey has been
the habit ol converting 10 his own use all
the money earned by the unlortunate
woman sl ber miserable occopation, and
sbusing ber and the membders Ol ber
household io the most brutal maoaer. Qo
Monday oight he became unbearable and
she went oul tu obisin the services of a
policeman. The officer on the beat where
her house stood not Leing near st the
moment, she appealed 10 officer Clarke,
. who said he would take Kussey to the
Station Hcure,  Officer Clark entered
the house snd proceeded up stars to the
second story back room, where he found
Fred Kussey siting o his sdirt sleeves
and stocking leet. Tbe officer told bim
he must dress and go with him. Kussey
puton his coat anda pair of slippers,
and telbng hum *“no damoed speckled
pup’’ should arrest him, drew a revolrver
and fired,the first ball takiog eflect above
the mouth and lodgwng 10 (he lelt jaw

bune of the polieman. The guls =l
rushed down stairs, and what bappened

e lierwards can only be inlerred Irom the
fact that three shots were fred in rapid
successsion, and that the policeman [ell

bickwards down stairs immediately afe
terwards. The secood shot probably

passed \hrough the policeman’s hat, and
the fastshot penutrated bhis left breast - g

bove the collar boee, severing the corond
eriery, and passiog out ol his back,
lodged m the wall opposite. From the
fact of Policeman Clark falliog backward
Cown thesteps he could not possidbly
bave advapced oa Kussey, and there
could have been Do siruggle beiween
fhe two, leaving the only inlerence that
it was anulerly voprovoked murder.—
Officer Clark must have died almost in

stantanecusly from internal hemorrhage.
Alier the homocide Kussey burstupen the
door o! Mollie Rodgers’ room aad deman:
ded money Which besaid belonged to
Miss Chnenowith. He probably did not
get the money, as he had but two dullars
when he wasarresied yesterdsy morn-

ing. Kussey then went dowa stairs, being.

to the beer saloon of Jobnson, under the
Maonsion House, wbhere he took two
drinks, informed Johason of his having
shot a policeruan,and went 10 bed 1
room No. 24 of the hotel.
