Mr. Lutber Martin (of Marylaad) propos-
cd to vary article 7, section 4, 30 as to allow
a probibition or tax on the fuporunon of
slavery.® In the first place as fire slaves
are to be counted as three freemen, in the
spportionment of Bepresentatives; such a
clause would leave an encouragement to
this traffic. In the second place, slaves weak.
ened one part of the Union, which the other

ai ts were bound to protect; the privilege of

mporting them was therefore unreasonable.
And ino the third place,it was inconsistent
with the privileges of the Kevolution and
dishonorable tothe American character, to
bave such a feature in the constitution.
Col. Mason (of Virginia) said, this tnfer-
nal traflic originated in the averice of Bri-
tizh merchants. The DBritish Gorernment
coustantly checked the attemptsof Virginia
toput a etop to it. The present question
concerns not the importing States aloue,bat
the whole union. Me mentioned the danger-
ous insurrections of the slaves in Greece and
Sicily; and the instruction given Ly Crom-
well to the commissioners sent to Virginia
to arm the servants and slaves, if other
means of obtaining its submission should
fail. Maryland and Virginia bad already he
said, probibited the importation of slarves,
and North Carrlinua bhad done the same,
in substance. All this would be in vain, if
South Carolina and Georgia be at liberty to
import. The Western people are already cail
ing out for slaves for their new lands; and
will fill that country with slares, if they can
be got threuzh Georgiaand South Carolira,
Slavery discourages arts and manufactures.
The peor dispise labor when performed by
slaves. They rreunt the immigration of
wlites who really enrich and strengthen a
country. They prod cea most pernicious
etffcct on manners. Ecery master of slaces i+
born a petty tyrant. They bring the judy-
ment of Heacven and country. As nations can-
not be rewarded or punished in the next
world, they mast be in this. By anincritable
cbain of causes and effects, Providence pun-
ishes national sine by mational calamitics.—
He lamented that sowé of our Eastern breth
ern bad, from a lust of gein embarked in
this nefarious trafic. As to the States be-
ing in posscesion of the right to import, this
was the case with many other rights, now
properly to be given up. lle bheld it essen-
tial, in every point of vlew, that the Gener-
al Government should have the power to pre-
vent the sncrease of slavery.
