early period of his lite, yet sfford the best
evidence as to his greal age.

He said ne wag working 10 the woods
oo a piece of land he had bought for him
sell, near Quebec, when Wolle was kill-
ed on the Heighis of Abrgham. Tois
was September 14, 1759, snd from what
he told of his hfe previous to that, must
then have been over twenty-one years ol
age. Thiuking he mghthave confound-
ed Woll with Montgomery—I17759—he
wasquestioned lully, but his recollection
of names and incidents was 100 distincl
to leave any doubt, and the same account

.{had been given 10 others long belore.

Another event which he remembered
well, and which he seemed always 10
look upon as a good joke, was that durs
iog the occupation ol New Orleans by
GeneralJackson—I1&14-15—he had been
reflused enlistment *‘because he was too
0old.”
