A REMARKABLY SATISFACTORY BALLOON
RECONNOISANCE.
Correspondence of the F{\'m”}’ark Times from Foote's
Jotilla,

Day beafore yesterday Captain Steiner made his
long looked-for aerial reconnoisance. The balloon
was filled on a flatboat, anl from thence, by means
of a cord, was allowed to ascend slowly a distafice
of gsnmo six hundred feet or thereabouts. The as-
cent was made fromea point ubout a mile above the
Point, and hence was probably not less than three
miles from the nearest battery, Captain Steiner
went up first, and after bim Colonel Buford. The
day was as smoky as an lndian Summer one, and
consequently the prospect was not of the best,—
However, .they succeeded in learning that the Con-
federates had some batterics on the maln or Ken-
tucky shore, besides forti'ications and guns on the
island. This was learned, together with the fact
that there is a floating battery on the side of the
island and severaP transports lying at the foot—all
of which was eminently satisfactory. We knew all
this belore, but then it had not been discovered
from that particular point of observation, and con-
sequently was novel in cne sense if not in another.

Beveral objects
were seen which were probably neither stumps
logenor 4-horse wagons, and hence inall likelihood
were fum; but bow many or of what calibre, or
exaotly how located, could not be learned, owing
to thelr minuteness and their great distance from
the observer.

Taken in all, the balloon recosnoissance was emi-
nently satisfactory, with.few exceptions, arising
from the great distanee, the smaliness of the ob-
