A HISTORY OF THREE DAYS.
It is to Maryland, afier all, not to South Caro-
lina, nor to Flarida—that belongs the plory of
having fought the first battle in the new War of
Independence. In Baltimore—not at Charleston
nor at Pensacola—the first blowd has been spilt
on both sides—in the conflict compared with which
the bombardment of Fort Sumter was but child’s
play—a conflict between the unarmed populace
and the armed troops of the Government—ithe
victory remaining with the pevple. On the 13th
of April, 1861, the snniversary of the Rattle of
Lerington—the first real battle of another Hevo-
lution took place. The events of the first three
davs will ever fori a glotious chapter in the his-
tory of Maryland—and fresh as they are in the
recollection of all, published as they have been
in all the papers of the city, their rehearsal onee
more in the form of a narrative succinet, yet as
complete ax we are able to make it, will uot, per-

hajs, be thought useless or insppropriate.

ARRIVAL OF THE TROOFS,

About 11 o'clock en Friday morning, ajarg=body
of troors from the North, chiefly from Mamachu-
setteandd’enneyirania, numbering inallsvoe 2,200
men, artived at the Philadelphia Hailroad Station in
this city in 35 cara. They comprised 1,200 men
from Lowell, Boston, and Acton, Mascachusetts,
ander counmand of Col. Jones of that State, and
1,000 voluntesrs from 'hiladelphia, under (Feneral
®mall. The arrival of these men was anticipated,
and in conseguence a larpe crowd, numdwring ecs-
eral thousands, had ecollected in the vicinity of the
depot, who voeiterously cheered for Jeff, Davis and
the Nouthern Confederacy. '

THEY AKE ETOPFED RY TIE PLOPLE.

About Lalfpart eleven o'clock, a car drawn by
horsea was scen approaching from the bridge over
Jones' Fallz, and a general phout wasrent up by the
crowd in favor of Jeffiomon Daris and the South. —
This car, together with eight others, wae allowed
to pass unmolested, except that the maltitude
groaned and hissed at them as they passed. Ao the
tenth car arrived opposite Commerce street, the
brale upon the car became disarranged by some
means, and the car was conseqguently ntupluﬂ, when
a2 man standing upon the phlle_-'lulk threw a stone
into one of the windows, This wae a signal to all
assembled, and in an in:tant the stones were tlying
thick and fast, Th= driver of the car, becuming
frightened, attached his team to the oppomite end
and drove rapidiy toward the l'hilmlrlp‘lin depot,
the car being etoned until it disappeared from view.
After the lapse of a few tnoments spent in cheers
and groans, the crowd proceeded to tear up the
street for the purpose of blockading the track, to
prevent the paxzage of any moreof ﬁle cars.  Picks
and shovela were soon proeured, and ina short time
the entire strect, for a distanes of about fifty yards,
was entirely torn up, the bridgecover the gutters
were talen ups, :n-f the pavinz stoner thrown in
large piles in the centre of the track,

About this time some oue among the party dis-
covers+l several latge anchors lving upon the wharf
near by, and a rush was immediately made to take
posscreion of them, A namber of negroes t-ml:lujrd
a« railors upon achooners hailing from the South,
came ashore from their vessels and rendered every
assistance in their power, hauling the immense an-
chiors to the ceutre of the railroad track, with
cheers for the =oul,”” and #Massa Jetf Davie”” By
their assistance, sotme eirht of the anchors were
piled upon the track, A cartloaded with sand hap-
pened at the time 1o be passing, and it was also
reize«d wpon, and being backed up, the contents were
rpilled vn the centre of the tr:.tll.

THEY ATTEMFT TO MAKCH THROUGUH,

The troops at the depot finding that it was pow
impossible for the cars to proceed, resolved to foot
it through to the Camden Station,

rious nunplnit's of  troops, six car loads of thew
procecded to alight from the train,  As they de-
scended ringle tile intothe crowd, they were huatled
quite viclently, and were hootisl at and hiswed b
all asgrontst «ip but tinally sucewded in pashing thrﬂ
wav, wigh the assistance of the police, to the foot.
way alongside the depot, where they formed in
double file, awaiting further orders,

At thistinstant a2 comnotion was peresptibile on
President street, and a man appeared, aceompaniced
by about one hundred others, }maring in his hands
a pole having uponit the Flog of the Santhern Coun-
Az it Lecame visihle, a loud «hout of
enthusia<m was sent up by the maltitude, and for
scveral womenta the air was rent with ehieer upon
checr for the Southern lag, A fellow, who grasping
at the Hap =tall, tore it partially in half, was
scized by the throat by the man wha bore the Hae,
and would have been Ritled by the eronwd upon the
spnt, had the police not saved him from their ven-
Feance,

The shireds of the flag were innmediately eausht
ap by the crowd, and being ticd ujon the <tatl, way
arain maluted with clicers,  The tost bitter taunts
were hurled at the troops by thuse sarrounding the
flay, many of whom drrLrH’t that they rhiould march
behind it, which they were compelled to do,

The arrangeisents haviog been pertected for a
march, the order was given, and the whole bady
made a movement towards Presidert etreet, when
those surrounding the Southern flag made a baold
and determmined stand, and refused to give an inch
to aliow then to Firling it impossible to
advance, they wheeled around and etarted in an op-
posite direction, whien erica of ¢ head them oft”
woere e echoed through the vast asscmblage, and a
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ruh was made to the southern end of the depot.

At thix point thevnore completelby surrounded, and
for several mminates it was found to be im]m:ﬂihlr
fur them to move in any direction.  Finally, how-
ever, the body of military =ere formed into pla.
toons four abreast, when threo or foar of those in
the rear were attacked and acparated from their
coprades.  Here again the police, who were untir-
iog in their efforte to preserve the peace, rustied
in, and protecting the men, enabled them to reyain
their places in the ranks, when the lnui:’ ayrain
made a move, and by their broad tront, aided by
the police, they forced a pazsae through the crowd,

As the bady moved off, the Southern Alar was
Lorne to the head of the ranke, and saluted with
cheers, Groans: wnete given for the troope, andd
the Har was bmediately sorroumled by about
200 perraons, who marchesd in tront ot the troops,
protecting the tlag and coupelling the **gallant
volunteers” of Ma<sachusetts to march for a dis-
tanees of two squares behind the Confeoderate Ban.

When the vouny man
Ward was »hot, he was standing, with others of his
m-aiu:linhuu-u, Ujpon the p;urmrut. one of w hiom
wittds~ed the proceeding, and marking the wan
whio tired the Jlnh Lhe diew hicrevolver, and taking
llrlt"_} ililll, firedd, The <« lllier fill to thhe cartly,
and would hayve been torn to picees had the police
not interfered,  Being carricd into a store near bv,
he was surronpdid by several citirene, and it <oon
beeamne evident that he wac dving,  Whilit in the
i<t throes of death, he exclaimed, ©1 have got
what Ldeserve: 1 lett a peaceful snd bappy howe
to conee here and invade the land of my ‘-rutlufr."
The s were the Last audible words he uttered.

A resident of this ity nas
the crondintoclose proximity to one of the soldiers
who raised his pyun, and tak ing deliberate aim ]ru!IHi
the trigger, 'ﬁu' cap ecxplmled but the gun failed
to go o, The citlizen ruched forward, and seining
the musket, jlanged the bayonet almost entirely
throogh his bady,

The soldier, who was an lrishman, fell to thie
ground, and was carried to the sidew alk, nhiere he
called those around him to bear witoeas *that he
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thanked his God, althiough be was dying himself,
that his gun Lhad pot expluded, that he pever de-
sired thﬁ service. and was pressed into it under
threats of death ; tLat the people of Haltimore did
;ight and that the reet of the troops deserved his
ate.’

The troops now procevded Ina rapid runup P'ratt
street, but at the cutner of Charlee were agsin as-
aaulted and one of their oumber, named Robbins,
from Stonehaven, Mase, was shot in the neck and
carried into the drug store of Mr. Hunt, where be
received medical atteation.

At the corner of Howard snd I'ratt streets, the
fiying troops fired a volley without any provoca-
tion, and killed the horse of a drayman.

Upon artiving at the etation they harried into
the cars with the greatest ‘and immediately
opened 2n Indiceriminate fire apon the people from
the car windows.

THE TROUOFE LEAYE THE (IIX.

Thirtcen cars were then drawn out, which were
entirely occupied by troops, and being attached to
a leenmotive, aboat 2 quasrter before one o' clock,
moved out of the depot, amid the hisser and groans
of the multitude. At every point within the city
they were stoned, and this was kept up until they
were a cooriderable distance beyond the eitylimite,
The police foree were prerent at thedepatin strong
numbern, "

The train being on its way, the excited crowd
made a rash toward the oflicea of the Baltimore
vl Ohio fizilroad Company, but with v hat inten-
tion we are unable to eay.  Juact at this juncture,
Marrhal Kane made his appearance, and was fm-
mediately catled upon tor a speech, Iie ascended
the steps of the bailding of the Railioad Cowpany,
zioid deafening cheers for **Marshal RKane,” and
the assurances of thoee present that they would do
whatever he directed,  He then exshorted them to
obey the laws and wait till ther heard the serdict
of the true men of Baltimare, The assemblage then
dispersed, the greater purtion of them going towarda
Pratt street.

MURDER OF XK. ROBEET W, DAVISL

After the cars containing the troops had left the
Camden station, and a3 they were appruaching the
city limits, a group of five gentlemen, one of whom
was Mr. Robert W, Daris, of the tirin of Paynter,
Davis & Co., were rtanding by the roaddde to wit-
ness the passage of the train.  As the carspawed,
these gentlamen, in reply to some menacing pextures
of the roldiers, and in gtter ignorance of what haid
taken place in the city,of the blood that had been spilt
and ol the consequent feeling that had been arvuscd,
raised 2 hurrali for President Davis and the South-
ern Coufederacy, and without other or further pro-
vyocation, half a dozen tnuskets were thrust out of
the windows of the care,—a volley was tired—and
Mr. Davis fell, pieresd with a Minie bullet through
the left shoulder, penetrating the lang and sereving
rome Gf the larger vessels of the heart,  Mr. Daris
capired almost as soon as he fell—hia enly wordas
betog in reply to the gquestion of a friend who rtood
beside hin—*+ 1 am killed”

ACTION DF THE CITY AUTHOKRITIER,

These events, as may be imazined, created a pro-
found excitement, and all party disinions were
buried in the determination to preserve inviolate
the roil of Maryland, The Governorand the Mayor
immediately issucd a call upon the troops of the
city, which was promptly responded to.

The Battalion of Mary [and Guards, Colonel Brush,
was vut in (ull force. ~ The Hattalion of Ballimore
City Guards, under Lt. Coloncd Warner; three
companics of Independent Gress; two companics of
law Grevs; the Shields Guards; the Jackson
Guards: the Wells and McComas Ritles, and the
Farle Artitlery all promptly paraded.

The Gosernor II]A Mavor were fully agreed that
