Wide as was the diversity of their origin, the

Provincial, Proprietary and Charter Governments.

First, Rosal or Provincia) Governments The
constitution of these depended on tlie respective
commisaions i=aned hr the crown to the goveroors,
and the imstructions which usually accompmnied
those vommissions.

Theas
were grantal out hy the crownn to individuals, in
the nature of feudatory principalities, with all the
iuforior royalties, and subwaniinate puners of leg-
elation. which furnetly belonged to the owners
of counties jmiatine. Thrre only existed at the
tirne of the Revolution, viz: the povernuents of
Maryland, Peunsylvania, and Delaware,

Thirdly, Charter Goveirnments. Mr. Justicr

ARRIVAL OF THRE TROOPR,

About 11 o'clock on Friday moming, alarge body
of troops from the North, chiefly from Masachu.
retts and Pennss lvania, numbering inall some 2,200
mep, arrived at the I'hiladelphia Railroad Stationin
this city in 35 ears. They eomprised 1,200 men
trom Lowell, Boston, and Acton, Massachusetts,
under command of Col. Jonea of that Htate, and
1,000 volunterrs frma PPhiladelphia, under General
Qinall. The arrival of these men was anticipated,
and in conscquence a large crowd, numbering sev-
eral thuuu;(l.l. had collected in the vicinity of the
depit, wha vociferously chieered for Jefl. Davis and
thie Southern Coufederacy.

THEY ARE ETOPPID BY THE FFOFLA.

About half-past eleven o’clock, & ear drawn by
horses was seen approaching from the bridze over
Jours' Falls, and a generad thout wassent up by the
crowd in faver of Jefferson Davis and the Souib,—
This car, together with eight others, was allowed
to pass unmolested, except that the multitode
groancd and hlsned at thetn a2 they pasacd,  As the
tenth car arrived oppsite Coramerce street, the
brake upon the ear became disarranged by rome
jueans, and the car was couseguently stopped, when
& man standing wpon Ihr'r'ul‘rn':lk threw a stone
into ome of the windows, This was a signal to all
asmsembiced, and in ao instant the stones were fiving
thick and fast. The driver of the car, becoming
[ri htened, attachied his team to the opposite end

nd drove rapldly towmard the l'hitldtlp‘lh deport,
the ear being stoned until it disappeared from view,
After the lapse of & few moments spent 10 cheers
and groans, the crond procecded to tear up the
street for the purpose of bluekading the track, to
prevent the passage of any moreof thecars. Picks
and shovels were soon procured, and ioarhort time
the entire street, tor a distance of about fifty yards,
was entively torn l.:lp. the brdges over the gutters
were taken up, and the paving stones thrown 1n
larpe piles in the centre of the track.

.fbuut tLis timve rome cne among the party dis-
covered several large anchora Ising upon the wharf
near by, and a rash wav immediately wade to_take
porsensing of them. A nuwtnber of negroes ctuployed
as railors pun schounetrs hailing from the Soath,
came ashore from their vessels and rendered every
assir>tance in their power;, hanling the immense an.

THEY ATIRMIT 10 MARUH THROUAR,

The troups at the depot tinding that it was now
impossible for the cars to proceed, resslved to foot
it through to the Camden Xtation.

The order being Fin'l by the captains of the va-
rious companies of troups, rix car loads of them
proceeded to alight from the train. As they de-
scended single file intothe cromd, they were hu«tt-d
quite violently, and were hooted at and hiwed by
all asscbled, bat finally ruccerded in puzhing their
way, with the az«stance of the police, to the toct-
way alangride the depot, where they formed in
doudble tile, awaiting farther orders,

At this instant a commnution was pereeptible on
Prexident strect, and a man appeared, accompanicd
by about coe hundred others, y-aring in his hands
a pole having uponit the Flag of the Sauthern (ha-
federacy.,  An it became siable, 8 loud shout of
euthusiasn was sent up by the multitude, and for
several moments the air was rent with cheer upon
cheer for the Southern flag. A fellow, whograsping
at the flag statl, tore it partially in half, was

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effect of checking the speed of the troops complete-

Finding themselves hemmed in, howerver, the
commanding officer ordered them to “fire,” and
the order was no sooner given than seversl of the
men foremost in the ranks took deliberate gim, and
at the first fire. a young man named Francis
X. Ward, s member of the City Guard Dattalion,
fell to the ﬂflwitrﬂd by a' Minnie ball ‘fa the
lef} side of the groin. The remainder ol the trvope
fired in rapid succession upon the crowd in front,
sbooting several persons, When the young man
Ward was shot, he was standing, with othery of his
acqusintance, wpon the pavement. ome of whom
witnensed the Eroctrding. and marking the man.
who fired the shot, he drew higrevolver, apd taking
deadly aim, fired. The soldier fell ta the earth,
and wounld have been tora to pieces had the police
not interfered. DBeing carried into & store mear by,
he was surrounded by several citizens, and it soun
breame evident that he was dving. Whilst in the
last throwes of death, be exclaimed, *“1 bhave got.
what [ deserve; 1 lefl a peaceful and happy home
to eome here and invade the land of my brother.”
These were the last audible words he uttered.

A reident of this city was foreed by the rush of
the crowd into close proximity to one ol the soldirrs
who raised bis gun, and uti:ﬂtlibeutc ala pull«‘
the trigger. ¢ eap expl bat the gun fhiled
to go off, The eitizen rushed forward, and seizing
the musket, planged the bayonet almost entirely
throegh his body. v

The soldier, who was an Irishman, fell ts the
grooad, and was carried L the sidewslk, where be
called those arcund him to bear witbess *‘that he
thanked his God, although he was dyving himeself,
that his gun bhad met exploded, that he never de
sired this service, and was into it under
threats of death; that the people of Baltimore did
;ight, and that the reet of the troops deserved his

m."

The troops now procewled ina rapid renup Pratt
street, but at the corner of Charles were again as-
saulted and one of their number, named Hobbins
from Rtonehaven, Masrs,, was shat in the neek ll\li
carried into the drug store of Mr. Hunt, where he
recrived medical attention, .

At the corner of Howard and Pratt etreets, the
flying troops fired & volley without any provoca-
tion, and killed the horse of a drayman.

Upon arriving at the station they harned into
the cars with the greatest rpeed and Immediately

nrt-ned an indiseriminate fire vpon the people from
the car windowe L

THE TROOPS LEAY" INR CITY.

Thirtren cars were then drawn out, which were
entirely oceupied by troops, and being attached to
a locomotive, about & quarter befure one- o'cluck,
mored out nf the depot, amid the hisses and groans
of the multitude, ‘lt every point within the cily
they were rtoned, and this was kept up until they
were a eonsiderable distance beyoud the eity lumits,
The police force were prerent at thedepotin strong
nambers, |

The train being on its way, the excited erowd
made 2 rush toward the offices of the Daltimore
and Ohio Railroad Company, but with what inten.
tion we are unable to ray,  Jost at this junctare,
Marsbal Kape made his appearance, and-was im-
inediately called upon for arpeech. le ascruded
the steps of the building of the Railrvad Company
amid deafening cheers for “Marrhal Kape,” an
the axsurances uf those prenent that they wosld do
whateser he directed.  He then exshorted them to
obey the laws and wait till they heard the verdict
of the true menof Baltimore. The assembisge then
dispersed, the greater portion of them guing towards
Pratt street, .

MURDER OF WE. ROBERET W, DAVIS

After the cars containing the troops had [left the
Cawden station, and as they were approacking the
city limits, a group of five gentlemen, one of whorm
was Mr. 1obert W, Dasie, of the firm of Pavnter,
Davis & (o, were standing by the nadside to wit-
ness the passage of the train. As the cars pased,
thesr geatlemen, in reply to some menaciag gestures
of the soldiers, apd in utter ignorance of what had

The shreds of the flag were immediately caught
up by the crowd, aud being tied @pon the etafl, mas
again saluteed with cheer The moet bitter taunts
were burlcd at the troop« by thuse surroundiag the
ﬂlg, icany of whom declated that they ehould march
behind it, which they were compelled to do.

The arrangements having been perfected for a
march, the order was given, and the whole benly
made 8 movement towarde President street, when
those sarrounding the Routhern flag made a bold
and determined stand, and refused to give an inch
to allow them to pas.  Finding it imposible to
advance, they wheeledaround lmfltlr‘lﬂ in an op-
posite direction, when cries of ¢ head thewmn off
were te-echoed through the vast asscrmblage, and a
rush wae wade to the ronthiern end of the depot.
At this poiot they were corapletedy surrounded, and
for eeveral! minutes it wa< found to be impoaible
for themn to move in any digection. Finally, Low-
ever, the body of military were formed into pla-
toons four abreast, when three vr thar of thnee in
the rear were attacked and reparated from their
comrades. Here ngain the polies, who were antir-
in
lnflnd rotecting the men, enabled thein to regain
their places in the ranks, when the ludy sgaio
made & move, and by their bruad front, aided by
thepolice, they furced a parsage through the cromd,

As the body moved off, the Southern flag was
batne to the head of the rauks, and saluted with
chieers. Groans were given for the troops, and
the flag wad¢ immediately purronnded by about
200 persons, who marched ia front of the troips,
protecting the flag and eompelling the “gallant
volunteers™ of Mavachuseits to march for a di«

TUE FIGHT,

About one handred yard« from the depot the
firet attack apon the troops wasmade by paving
rtones and nther mieciles, and one of the Masaaclu.
sotta gnldiers, by the name of Batch, was knocked
down and his gun taken from him. The troojps
now commenced to run, under the pressure of tgn*
crowd, and reveral more of them were knocked
down snd their arme seized. Ope of the soldices
here placed bimeell under the protection of the
police, and was takea to the station house,

Meantime the exeitement grew ajace, and at the
corner of Pratt amid Commerce rtreets an immense
mob was arsembled

As the troops advanced towards them a tremen-
dous shout of indignation arose and determined
reristance was depicted opon every countepance.
Almost every man provided himaelf with a hage

paving stone, and ar the troops sdvanced & shower
of the stones was poured
