2yg :—1I have had the honor to receive your
ommunication of this murning, in which you
toformed me that you felt it to be vour duty 1o
advise the President of the United States to order
elsew here the troops off Annn’fmli!, and a)so that
ho tnore he sent through 3Maryland : and that
sou have further supgested that Lord Lyons e
requented o act as mediator between the contend-
ing parties in our country, to prevent the eflusion
of blood.

The P'resident directs me to acknowledge the
receipt of that communicaticn, and 1o assure you
that he has weighed the counsels which it con-
tains with the respect which he habitually cher-
ishes for the Chief Magistrates of the several
States, and especially for yoursef. {le regrets, a8
deeply as any magistrate or citizen of the country
an, that demonstrations apainst the safety of the
United States, with very extensive preparations
for the etffusion of bloml, have made it hisduty to
call ottt the foree to which vou allade.

The force now soupht to be brought through
Maryiand is intepded for nothing bhut the defence
of this Capital, The President las necessarily
confilel the choice of the national bighway
which that foree shall take in coming to this city
to the Licutenant General commanding the army
of the United States, who, like his only predeces-
sof, i¢ not less distinguisbed for his humanity thian
