Although it is almndantly clear from history
as ‘well as frois the tmtimony of contempurary
writers, that pricr to the llevolution, the only po-
litical ronnezion bhetween the Colonies wasbhy
their union under a common Sovereign, and that
their Governments were in virtue of their separate
charters, still it may be as well to hear what the
Colonists themstlvos bad to say upon the. subject
of their relations with each otherand to the British

Crown. This we have in the fourth Article of

the famous Declaratipn of Rights, adopted by the
first Cuntinental Congress, which met at Phila®
delphia, on the 4th of September, 1774, and which
consisyed of deputies frumn eleven Colonies. After
soletonly densing that by their emigration. the
Colonist had lost, forfrited or surrepdered any of
the rights, lilerties or immuuities of freesborn
Englishmen, the Congress go on unanimoutly to
deciare “‘that the foundation of English liberty,
“and of rl} tree guvernment, is a right in the
‘¢ people 10 particijaite in their legislative council:
“‘and as the English Colonics are not represented,
‘iz the DBritish Patliament, they are erntitled to
‘‘a free and exclusive power ‘of lexislation in their
“geveral provincial legisjatures, where their right
“ of representation can alone be preserved in all
‘““ cases of taxation and internal polity. subject
“ onlv to the nepative of their Sovereign, in such
‘““mannsr as has been heretofure used and accns-
o tome-l.'t  Juurnalof Congress, 1774, pp. 29,

The whole Declaration in 10 the same eifect; and
shows conclutively what the first Act of the Con-
grese. which waetn resalve that each Colony should
Liave on= vote sufficiently indicates—that they acte:d
l-""]’l:l.mﬂl}“ in =i} ﬂw:‘ did. The {derlaration I'lfgiﬂ!
with the recital that 48 the good prople of the seves
1ipal Colonics of New Hampahire, &c., have seve-
“eally dheetel, canstituted and appointed dele
sEpates:’ it contaipaan enumeration of the rights
to which the Colonisty werp entjtjed by the im.
‘““mutable Inwg of natur=, the principles of the
¢t English Constitution, and their aeveral charters
“and compacts;’” which righta it declares *‘can-
finot le legaliv takem from them, altered or
aliristeed by any power whatever, without their
““own conwent, by their reprsentatives in thelir
‘i geveral provineial legislatures.'”  Journal of
Congre=s 1374, pp. 29, 20.

An association was at the rame time formed and
signed, beginning: “We, the delegates of the
i geveral Colonis whom we represent, agree, ke,
‘‘ for ourselres and the inhabhitants of the several
¢ Colunirs nbom we represent, sgree, &c., as fol-
“Jone" Journ., Cong. 1T74, p. 32.

The letter to the people of (sreat Britain wax
headed in the same manner and signed by the
‘4 deferates of the severnl Colonies,”” as were also
other letters nnd addreascs. Jourg. Cong. 1754,
pp. 36, 62.

The ¢fTeet of all these proceedings wae distinctly
to affirm tht the powers of Government were ves-
ted in the nspective lagislatures of the several
Colonits: the Leyislature of exch Colony posses-
ging separate powers of Government. To deny
this and treat the peuple of the Colunics as oue
people, is to obliterate sll lines of sejarution, and
make one Colony and one Legislative hody out of
thirteen. 1o this Congress of 1774, Georgia was
not represeuted.
