troops. Early in the mbrning the pebple " were
astir, and trom 8 to 12 o'cddock continued to pour

By 10 o clock every available gpot where a hu-
man being could v1and was occupied throughout
its entire lcogth, and from near Canal street to
Girace Church, oot only the aidewalks but the
whole of the street was densely thronged,  Every
window, door, stoop, halcony and house-top were
alive with human beings of every age, sex and
condition, awaiting the march of the Ruyiments,
which it was known would d¢part during the day
for the seat of Governtuent, or other destination
where their services might be requirsd,

1t was sowe titne after the Lells luul rummoned
the worshippers to their respective churehies before
the troops wade their appearance in Broadway,
the Sixth Reziment, contaming, hesides nfull regi-
ment, & large number of volunteers leading the
way.
