their persons the primitive age of Christianity was
revivedl, They abolished) inf':llll-llil]llizum, and an-
pounied, as patt of thuir divine mizsion, perfect
equality amonE=t men and community 6 poanla,
From preachings and Jdenunciations they goon
proceled to open violence, holding it ﬂu_ﬂ.l‘t of
piety to slay their enemies, —sigee, according to
their crved, the kingdom of Gad was to te puri-
fed by blood.  The evcesces they committed are
almost incredible,  They pillaged convents and
castles, put to denth all pereons in authonty upon
whom they eould lay hands, and justificd their
crimmes by perpetual reference to the Gospet.  The
nobles were the ospecial objects of  the hia-
tred of the Anabaptista, whoe, after pillagieg
granaries and emptying winecellars, and res
ducing castles to ashes, swore 10 clear the land of
every man who wore spur atheel.  The women
enacted a conspicucus peaart in these atrocities aml
not only encourage] the savage disposition of the
men, but fregquontly participated in their cruelties,
The termination of the Pesant Warin the total
overthrow of the insurgents, broke up this des-
pentte combination; but the spirit of Anabaptizm
still smoulders!, and frejuenily burst out into
Hame in ditTerent places.
