The excitement began
to run high among the men, and there were strong
indications of tronble, when a despatch was te-
ceived from Gen. Couper, who was at Frederick,
in reply to vne tent him announcing the condition
of affairs, stating that it was an usurpation on
the part of Col. lHare, and that he had no author-
ity whatever over the men. They then ennsented
to take the onth, and are now awaiting the return
of Capt. Mc*onnell. whom they had elected as
their colonel.

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The Twe Presidents.

A letter from Boston to the New Yotk Journel
of Commerce in giving & sketch of prominent men
of the day, thus spenks of Presidents Dhavis and
Lincoln. Uf the firat be says:

fle was botn in Kentucky, in the year 1808,
And is therefore only a year older than I'resident
Lincolp. 1lis father, Samuel Davis, a planter,
served during the levolution in the mounted force
of Georgia. llevettiedin Mississippi, nenr Wood-
ville, when Jeflersun wasnn infapt. Young Davis
was cducated a1 Teansylvania College in Kentucky
and at the West Point Military Academy. e
graduated at the last in 1833, lie served in the
army seven yenrs immediately afterwards, durqu
which time he was engaged in the Black Haw
war va the Northwestern trontier, and in other
contests with the Indians.

In 1835 he resigoed his comnmissiva, which was
that of lieutenant, and returned to Miseissippi,
and putsued the occupation of his father, that of
a planter, until 1843, when bhe eutersd into po-
liticul life, and was elected a Prestdential Elector,
when Messrs. PPolk and Dalias cuive into powet.
in 1845 Mr. Davis was elected a ltepresentative to
Congress from Mississippl, and the following year
a Colonel of the First Regiment of Mississippt
Volunteers, that engaged in the Mexican VWar.
He promptly left his seat in Coagress, joioed his
Regiment at New Urleans, atd war 2o0n at the
Rio Grande. Both he and bhis regiment ucted 2
distinguished part in the war. He fought bravels
in severnl battles. inone of which he was wounded,

In 1843 he was elected a Senator to Longress ;
and four years after, ran remarkably well as the
Democmtic candidate for Governor of Missizsippi.
ln 1852 he took the stump for (ieueral Vierce, and
exerted an important iofluence towanls his elec-
tion as PPresident of the Repuldic. Ile afterwards
distinguished himsell as Secrvlary of War In
Pierce's UCabinet.  Hlis Ntate next returned him to
the United States Senate, and hix term of office
estended to 1363,
