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Latest from the Seat of War.

The Telegraph bas been exceedingly quiet this
morning with regard to the movement of Federal
troops in Virginia, and as the wires snd the cor-
tespondents are under the exclusive control of the
Government, we infer thatif any brilliant suc-
cesses had been achieved, they would been chroal-
cled with al}l the exaggeration necessary to gire
tbem due effect. A number of reports have been
circulated in the streets o the effect that Harper's
Ferry bad been sttacked by Federal forces on
three sides, and the assailants repuleed with
the loss of 2000 men: that the Federal troops
had sustained & severe reverse pear Fairfax C. H,
and per contra that Col. Corcoran’s 67th (N. Y.)
Regiment had aaptured 30 secessionists near the
Mansssas Gap Junction—all of which rumors can
be accepted as worth simply nothing. 11 is, bow-
ever, as we hase intimated above, o favorable in-
dication for the friends of the South, that the bul-
letinists of the Government have not yet bLeen
able w0 report victories on their side. Great up-
essiness prevails in the Cumberland Valley of
Pennsyivania, as an attack by Virginians in that
direction appears to be indicated, We subjoin
the regular Associated Press despatches:

WasHixeTON, May 25.—Western Virginia is aD
urr‘iiun to the order of the Postmaster-General
for the stoppage of mails in the rectded Stntes —
Every facility will be affurded for postal sceom-
modstions in that section.

A letter frum Washington to the Fress says:

Mrs. Lintoln and her sister visited the navy-
yard to-day, where the body of the decoased sol-
dier was lying in state, and placed a heautiful
boguet upon the remains. It is understood that
the private secretary is preparing an obituary no-
tice fur the newspaper press.  The body of Colouel
Ellsworth was opened and embalmed by Dr.
Holmwes, the inventor of the putent embalming
pruoces.  The funeral will take place ot Saturday
afternvon. The ceremonies will be of an impos-
ing nature. The public buildings, the navy-yard
the city engine-houses, and many other buildings,
are draped in moumning.

Thirty-six prisoners, including Captain Boyle,
Licut. Grigeby, and Sergeant lall were brought
from Alexandnia to the Navy Yard to-day on the
steawer Nullimore, sud marched to Commandant
Dahlgren's oftice. They were only saved from
the violence of the cruwd by the exertions of the
NSeventy-first New York regiment. The Zouavex
w ere 20 enraged at the assassination of their Colo-
nel that the other regitnents were compelled to
surround them and rut them on the [Fowhatan in
order 1o keep them from burning the city. The
greatest consterpation imaginable exists among
the people. 1t is reported, though not confirm-
ed, that there are 12,000 Confederale troops at
Culpeper, thirty miles south of Alexandris, reads
to march upon and retake Alexandria,

The special Washington correspondent of the
Ledger 3y s:—Une of the reports from Alexandria

is that, the women and children are to be remov-
«dtoa rlm of safety, and thecity then destruyed
by the Federal troojs.  The telegraph office at
Alesandria was seized at an early hour in the
worning, and the important events then tranapd-
ring were not allowed to be sent South. They
will, however, reach New Orlcans uver the West-
crn Line, and fiumn thence be resent to all the
Southern States.

After the vocupation of Alezandns, this morn-
ing, the city had the appearance of leing abun-
doned.

DBreastworks have already been
thrown np at Arliogton Heights, and other defen-
sive measures adopied. The lleights are guarded
by the Seventh Regiment of New Yotrk, who hare
their howitzers with them.

At 4 . M., despatches were received in this city
from Washington, announcing that the first strug-
gle of the war on & large scale was then in progress.
The people of Washington, about 2 P. M., were
alarmed by the heavy firing of cannon in the di-
rection of Alexandria, and immediately the town
was in commotion. The alarm signal was given,
and General Mansfield, placing himselfat the head
of the Federal reserves, was immediately in mo-
tion for the scene of action. The ity of Wash-
ington was in a state of the greatest cunfusion,
and soldiers and citizens
rushbing through the streets.

Much consternation prevailed, and women and
children were hastily leaving for the country. At
3 o'clock P. M. the rapid firing of cannon could
be distinctly heard in Washington, and great
columns of smoke were seen rizing from the field
of battle.
