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TIIE ARMY OF OCCUPATION.
Passage of Treeps.

The (Jarihaldi Guard, Col. Fred. Gieo. d'Utas-
sey, whose coming we announced yesterday, did
not reach here until after ¢ix o' clock 1ast evening,
when two trains, filled with the troops, hotres,
ammunition and provisions, ran into the Presi-
dent street depot, where an immense crowd was
in waiting. The Regiment formed on South Bie-
ter sircet, where that of Col. Morehead was waijt-
ing to act ns an escurt. The Guand was preceded
by a land of twenly huglers. There were ten
companies, numbening about 1,100 men, uniform-
ed in blue frock coats, hine pants, with red trim-
ming, and rmund crowned felt hats, ornamentesd
with black fenthers. Six rivandicres and a num-
ber of women sand children accompany them.
Though well uniformed and provided with camp
equippage, they were without arms. They march-
ed to the (Camden station, with their escort, and
there took card for Wasbington, leaving at eight
o'clock. Throughout the route, and at each de-
pot, large crowds were assembled to view thix
heterogeneous body of Federal troops, which cun-
sists of one French company, one (talian, three
Hungarian, three (ierman, oue NSwisa, and one
Spanish.

The train which reachied here from Washington
vesterday afternoon st 4.20, brought on between
four and fise hundred members of Col. Tompkins
Second New York Reglinent, which raseed through
here to Washington, oo Tuesday of last week.
From conversation with a number of the members
our reporter lenthen] that the regiment originally
contitted of 960 members, xnd that neither thremts
nor percuasion, had, up to yesterday orning, in-
duced more than 350 of thewm to take the oath for
three years. They atate that they were inducel
to enlist for three months upon the representation
that the Capital was in danyer, and assurances that
they were not wantel to invade the South, and
also that their familiex would be provided for in
their ahsence. When they reached Washington,
they were informed that the War Department
would not recognize them, nor could they dmaw
any pay unlexs they would swear in for three
years. Nout assenling 0 this arrangement, they
were sent out o camp, where they were supplied
with a limited stock of such provisions as could
not be eaten, to test the effect of this treatment
upon their determination. A number of the mem-
leers state that they have entirely sulsisted nponsup-
plies obtuinad with the little funds they brought
with them, while one of them, who was pennileas,
stated that for twu days and a half, he had not
tsted food. On Tuesday, when they were muster-
ed to be aworn in, aunrtillery battery was sent oul

from Washington and placed in frunt of their
camp, on the pretended ground that thod was

danger of mutiny in the camp, bhut which they re-
garded as designed for intimidation., However,
on that day 306 took the oath, annd yvestenlay 44
others rrturned to the camp, for that purpose,
while the remaining 600 made their prejmrations
for returning home, the greater portion of whom
passed through, as stated. One of the officers
stated that such rascally treatment as they had re-
ceived at the hands of governmeni was unheard
of in any country, and if any more volunteers
came from New York after they reached home,
‘they would do 5o with a full knowledge of what
they might expect. He further statrl that very
nearly all the regiments in Washington were dis-
gusted with their treatment, and all the three
months volunteers who had not beensworn in de
clared they wonld not serve beyond that time.

The picket guard hailed the
approaching train, but the brukestnan not promply
reeponding, the cars were aot brought o a stop
quite as soon as desired by the guards, and they
fired into the cars as above stated, one of thelumlls
passing within an inch of the head of a lady pas-
senger, and a number of than crashing through
the windows.

The pmsscngers immediately threw themselves
upon the floor to encape the hullets, otherwise
many of them must have wen killed. Several
Federal soldiers then entered the ars, and afler
heing subjecied to a pretty severe tonguc-lashing
from the ladies present who reproached them for
their cowantice in firing upon unarmed persons,
they suffered the train to procecsd.
