We not say how valuable the services of
this peculiar kind of contralend would be to our
army in the South. In_the trenches, in the culi-
nary dejartwent, as guides in a strange country
and through dangervus pasees, s gstherers of
provisions and forage, as scouts t scvur the plan-
tations and wouds and roads in the peigbbor
of the camp, and, when hand pressed, to takea
hand in the fight in their rude way, they would
be very uscful.  In the suuny clime below the Po-
tomac and along the Missiesippli and the Gulf,
with the mercury at a fearful pitch, how grateful
would lwe their services to our loyal troope!  Then,
tou, in thelong Autemn eveniongs, when our weary
tons were gitting around their camp fired, how
these ‘ pable minstrela’’ would tile the tedi-
um of hour by their bewitching melody !

They
cuni pever le given op 10 their former owners, nor
ever juiid for under any settlement; becanse every-
thing contrmband of war, taken during the con-
test, is mbsolutely and hopelessly forfeited. This
bwing thie Iaw of nations, such contraband negroea
ar we mi:ht have captured would, go soon as grim-
virared war had smoothed his wrinkled frunt, be

compelled to take cire of themselves like other
prople.

The Railroad is broken up, with all the bridges
between Alezandria and a station about scven
miles this side of the Junction.
