The Uor-
ernmenit cannot recognize the rejection hy any
State of the Federal obligations, nor can it reiuse
the petformanoe of the Federal obligations resting
vpon iteelf. Amwong these Federal oblligations,
however, nune can be mote important than that
of luprrming and Jispersing armed comhinations
formed for the purpose of overthrowing its whole
constitutional authority.

While, therefore, you will permit no ioterfer-
encu by the persons under your command with
their relations of persons held to service under
the laws uf any State, you will, on the other
hand, so longz as any State within which your
Military operations are conducted is under the
cuntrol of such armed combinations, refrain from
surrewilcring to alleged masters any persons who
may come wclhin your lines, You will employ
such persons in the scrvices to which they may be
Lest adapted, keeping an account of the labor by
them performed, of the salue of it, and the ex-
penses of their maintainance. The question of
their final disposition will be reserved for future
determmination.
