The design with
which they were originally chartered ia pervert-
od—and, instead of being the medium throsgh
which the wcalthy ean safely lend of their supet-
abundance to the more pecessitous—instead of
being used for the promotion of the geweral inter-
ests of society—they are suspeeted to bave de-
gencrated, in 100 many instanses, into mere bro-
kers’ offices. ‘This, perhaps, may be & necessary
consequence of their great increase in number.
Whilst particular individuals can have the use of
two-thirds of the bapking capital, it is apparent
that {be great majority mustsuffer inconvenience.
+A bank to be rafcly managed should distribute its
means into ma
should be podithi
oar bzoks are no doubt conducted upcn liberaland
houorable principles, and to the best advantage of
stockholders and communily—but others have
been sadly mismanaged. Public attention is
awakened to this subject, and the interference of
the legislatare should be invoked. The jugglery
by which inuoocat persons have been. sacrificed
moust be exposed, and the practice reformed.

We have heretofore expressed ourselves favor-
able to a reduction in the number of our banks,
and we ‘repeat, that four banks, with sufficient
capital, and conducted as they should be, would
be more serviceable than the whole batch that
we at present have.  Charters have been granted
more for individual benefit than the public good;
and hence a system of bank brokerage has been
institoted, alike disreputable and injurious.

In Ohio the banking system is undergoing re-
vision, and it is probable that an entire reorgen-
s ation will be the result. The lcgislature has
the subject under consideration, and we give from
the American of yrstcrday'mﬂrning the follow-
ing abstract of the bill reported in the Jower
house by the committec oo backs and the ;cnr-
rency. ,

«The bill proposes to incorporate the Stafe
Bank of Ohio, with branches, having in the
whole a capital of twelve millions of dollars. This
is to comstitute the baoking capital of the state.
The corporate banks.now existing are anthorised
1o subscribe thicir stock to the State Baok, not
exceeding their arvailable capilal. Bach branch
bank is to have a.scparate corporate existence,
and to derive separate profits. The whole sys-
tem is to be under a Board cof Control, elected
by the branches, cach voting in proportion to its
stock. | |

The urganization being thus ccmplete, the ope-
raticos of the system are to be regulated as fol-
lows: ' .

«The Board of Control bas the sole power of
issuing the circulation; they furrish it to the
branches, countersigned by their President and
by the Cashier of the branch. The Board of
Coutrol are to determine the amount of the circu-
laticn of cach braanch according to the busincss
and character of the place where it is Jocated; but
:n no case shall any branch issuc 2 circulation
greater than twice the amount of its capital. For
the farther security of the bank uotes a fund 1s to
be raiscd by a 13x 00 the dividends, increasing as
the dividends increase.
