Epitore: It is with regret that [
have scen several articles on the subject of ““Banks
and their management,” published in many of
our daily papers. The t mrises not that the
subject 1s being discussed, but that sensible men,
in a matter involving such delicate interest, and
where
without informin th X 4 to
the correctncss of what they. publish, cast -
snié reflections upon the m!ﬁagcniut' of all' dur
ba.ks, and bring the character of their exeentive
officcrs into suspicion. If it were a fact, as stat-
ed in many of the articles, that cur baoks had
passed by-laws prohibiting their directors from
cxamibing private accounts, and particularly the
accounts pf their executive oflicers and eferks,
then indeed no censure ou sueh conduct could be
toa severe—it would be just and merited. But
before an editor or correspondent should publish
it to be a fact, and thus cast an usjust imputation
upon all, ought he not 1o have known, or if he
did not know, to have inquired from the proper
sources, whether that which he was publishing,
was correct or not? and if he foand that there were
exceptions {o the course eondemned, should not
those exceptions have been also given? This, it
appcars to inc would have been the.proper plan.
Justice to the parties concerned would seem to
have demanded it.  Has this been the case? No.
Becuuse some bank,—and it is for the public to
know what bank,—has passed a by-law, prohib.
iting its directors from examining private ac-
counts and the accounts of its exccutive officers,
it is assumed 2s & fact that all the other banka
have placed their dipectors in the same situation,
and thercflore are td suffer 2 common ecasure.—
Now I happen to know that coe bank in this city
(and I have né doubt ther are morce) is not lia.
ble to this ccasure. There is not only no by-law
reventing the examination of private accounte,
t the cashier and elerks are mot allcwed to
keep accounts with tha bank, nor to hold ~toek
in tho bask. How many other banks there may
be who have the same regzulations I am unable to
tay, not having made the proper inquiry. 1 can,
hotcever, say, that in ncarly all the banks, the
books necesary for a correet knowledge of the
situation of the bank are in the table of the dij-
rectors, and always open to their inspection, that
i4 to <ay, that the discount ledzer, and the account
of cvery individual who has had a loan from the
bank and may be applying for one, is on the ta.
ble, subject to the examinaticn of every direetor,
and at a zlance the indebtedncss of cach fndivid-
ual § wn. This book is rezularly posted, and
it t it cssential book to the dircctor. 1t i3
of véty hitlc mse to the dircctors to know wheth-
er A" deporits 1000 in bank to-day and may
draw out 31000 to-toorrow-—but it 1s very im-
portant for him to know the amcunt A may hasc
out of bauk on loan, and this bock will shew that.
I have been induced to make these remarks, to
correct a false impression, and in justice to the se-
verdl partics interested in the matter, and to re-
licve them from the unduc censure heaped vpon
them.
