The Cherokee Indians, a fierce and tdartmlent
tribe, had been tranquil unusually loog; the old
<hicfs, covercd over with scars and honors, now
that their sardor and savage propensities had sab-
sided, sedulously adviscd the repose of peace, bat
the young men, weary of inaction, enamonred of
matial resown, and impatient of restraiot grithin
= limited territory, began to mutter secret dis-
contents, and their passions, naturally stroug asd
vehement, were seoa inflamed beyond control by
the harangucs of ambitious and popular orators.
A descent upou the white scttlements was resaly-
«d on, and every art was employed and exortion
used to rouse passion and excite discontent.—
Chicfiains flew from vill to village to inspire
with hope or animate with ven the hearts
of the peaceful, and rwnners were d ed to
the distant towns to collect at one ezvous the
nngmet‘ and restless. |

car the close of autamn, § thousand warriore,
ﬁ-m' and black with martial paints, had assem-
ed at Willstown to concest a plan of operation,
and to indulge with savage delight in anticipations
of blood and pluader. ming with zcal they
readily prepared for toancil; the nd was sc-
lected, and a block erected for the orators, a lofty
pole was attached to it from which hung in den-
sion, a fattered flag of the United States. The

The warriors, trans-
ported with rage, hurried about in confusion, ut-
tering fearful ciid varied sounds, peculiar 1o the
barbarian, and expressive of every emotion, one
instant siching in a plaintive tone their woes and

. fierce curaed atamst the dezolating whites. Thijs
azitation antd disordercontine~d until night, when
retreatinz a moment into the shades of the forest,
they stripped to the ginlle, and besmearing all
over wilL black and red; Wbounded arain into the
area to celcbrate their hostile resolve by a war-
dance arcand the mlitary and hated flax.

The spectacle was terrible and nnoataral; cach
grim savagc, blackened and disguiecd under a
elood of paint, and rendersd more hideons Ly the
‘hm of ijghljl, a batUe hatchel ﬁrruly gragnd Ly
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his hand, commecaced a slow aud solemn step,
attering at the same time low and monotocuoas
sounds; as excitcment increased the pace was
quickened and the voice elevated,’ until both be-
camc extreme. Now and then; a-warrior more
frenzicd and malignant than the rest would pavie
tosignalize kis batred by toszicg a hatchet at the
flag, or in fierce menaces give expressions to his
bloody desizus.

“%n the next evening, being recovered from
stupor and exhaustion, they again met to deter-
mine the spot on which their vengeanes war to
fall.

The uawary and belpless
settlers, engaged in the arts nfdpem and wrapt
in dreawns of traquility, roused by the fo 51
were confounded with dismay; abaodoning their
all ia the utmost coufusion, they hurricd off amidst
the crics of women and children to the nearest
station; snimated by fear, their flizht was quickly
accomplished, and sccure in the protection of
ramparte they calmly awaited the coming of the
stovm, (rcm which they had fled with such ter.
ror. Some families who, more darinz than the
rest, had plonged far into the depths of the wil-
derness were Icft toawait in ignoraace their ap-
proaching doom. .

Late in autumn, the Indians, full of violent and
sanguinary purposcs, began their march, and to
outstrip intellizence of their approach aud to fall
with uaresisted force npon the terrified settlers,
they advanced rapidly upoa the fronticr. Thean
commenced a scene of havoc and desolasion
which shocks humanity to relate: old aod young,
the feeble and athletic, without regard 10 sex,
were butcherasd—the batehet, red with the blood
of the husbaad, was buried in the brain of the
weeping wife; the child, wildly clieging to its
mother’s breast, was snatched rud:;lly away and
dashed 1o pieces; and the gries of the parent
were soon stilled #a the silence of death, When
the scalps, prized as badges of valor and honor,
were wrosted from the victims, their mangled
bodies were ex to be devoured by wild
beasts, or tosscd headlong iuto their - dwel-
lings to be coasumed by fire, while the unlisppy
captive, more unfortunste than his murdered
friends, had $0 endure all the tortures which
wanton barbarity could invent or savage ferocity
inflict; cruelty prevailed even over rapacity, and
every living thing and every species of property,
because it related to the hated was destroyed.—
Yards and ficlds were stained with blood, and
the air was dim with the smoke of burning hous-
cs. Ruin marked she route of the ravage arm
until it arrived at the point against which its
ficrcest rage was dircected; it was Bochanan's
Station, which, stronz in its defenees, afforded in
a:l alarmas shelter and proteeticn to the scattered

The Indians reached the fort in the pizht; the
coldoess of the antumn airs had driven in the
picket, and the garrison was buried in sleep.

atc was, by accident, open, and the ereaking of
hinges, as the wind drove it te aod fro, gave
notice to the Indians. Exulting with hope, they
determiued to seize the gate and to burst with
all foree upon the surprised fort, and gratify with
blood their utmost wisbes. A few, distinzuished
for valor and action, throbbing aud breathless
with aaxicty and eazvmmess, commenced a slow
and noiscless progress towards the spot—thicy
were glready withio the shade of the wall, ercep-
iny and wiading snake-like along, when the cat-
tle, fitled with terror at the presence of the stran.
gers, dashed by the station 10 wild affrisht and
roused the sleeping inmates. Sowmne rushed to
the block-houses—others to the gates; they were
met by the savazes and a ficrce struggle ensued.
Oae party 2aimated by the dread of torture and
eaplivity, the other transported with the rage of
disappointinent. The Indiaus were expelled and
the gate closed and bolted. The result of the
caterprise was announced to the lurking arwy
by a wild and platutive ery, and in a momecat the
forests caveloped in darknes, were vocal with
terrible howls, cxpressive of baflled venzeance.
Indian prowess was now at fault. In their na-
tive woods, armod with hatchets aad kuives, their
strength is fearful, but against ramparts it is vain.
They vented their impotent rage by firing at the
stockade until daylight, whea collecting their
dead and wounded, they bezan in sullen sadness
to.retreat, Their pative ferocity, provoked by
defeat and disappointment, made them complete
the remains of the desclation which their weari-
ness of destruction had cn their advance induced
them 1o spare. Their cruclt resolie to sweep
AWway cvery l-'i:-_tﬁgc of the white race, swas uttor.
Iy tulfilled—the silence and solitude of death
reigned over all the country., I.
