GoLp, SiLver AND Parer—Loox ar HoME.
There have been many laws passed in many
states prohibiting paper issues by banks under
five dollars. ‘The object has been tomake silver
the circulating medium for ordinary purposes in
the community. When these laws originated
a piece of zold was 3o rarc as to be almost a cu-
riosity, and silver was the precious metal most
commou in the country; and as the most common
want of the public was change in fractional parts
of u dollar, silver readily supplicd it But the
laws in question are no longer applicable to the
existing state of things. The circumstances srhich
justified the legislation in question have changed.

The “gold bill,’”” as it is termed, passed tome
years since by Congress, made silver more
valuable, for the purposc of exportation to equal-
ize the balance of trade, which has ever siner
been against us, than svld; and the consequence
has been, that gold is as eommon nearly a« silver
used to be, and silver is becoming as scarce. The
Now, while
~old is equally a legal tender with silver, it will
pot so easily make change—the smallest coin
being worth two dollars and fifty cents, while the
smallcst silver coin is five cents. The banks
may be a« strong iu specie now as ever, by haviug
large deposites of gold—but they are as useless
for the purpose of furnishing change to the poblie,
as if they had not a dollar of specie in their vaults.
A man who wants to pay fifty cents is as badly
off with a half cagle as with a five dollar bank
note. 'The banks arc justified for their conve-
nience, and this is a sufficient jnstification-- but
here we see an existing law, over which the
states that charter them have nocoutrol, operates
to prevent them from ministering to the pablic
convenience. What then i3 to be doue? The
answer is plaiu—thun:: must be a one, two and
three dollar paper circulation to cenable the pub-
lic 10 make out the fractional parts of eugles, half
and quarter eagles—sinee these are the coins,
not dollars and half dollars, as of old, that are
accmaulated in the banks a+ the basiv of their is-

.;Ifl!l'l::i. But who shall make the circvlation? This

brings ws home. Shall the banks make it, or
shall it be furnished by the stock orders that we
pow have in use? Cun there be a2 moment’s doubt?
We ask for auswer those most interested:—those
whose small dealings rarely ¢nable them to accu-
mulate a five dollar note to preseat for specie at
the counter of a bank. We ask the whole eom-
munity—will you have a small paper etrculation
based on the wealth and faith of Baltimuore, which
we can atl understand and know the value of—or
onc based on bank credit, whose value i1 known
but to the board of directors, and indeed, as
cvents shew, not always fully to them? Why,
the answer must be, we will bave the former, for
the satne reason we prefer a cerfainly t0 an un-
certaindy. .

Rat Roap Nores. Qur readers nnst have
noticed by the proceedings of the first branch
of the city council, published in yesterday’s pa-
per, that the mayor has asked the action of the
councils on the subject of the Baltimore and Ghio
Rail Road notes, in order to give {0 them greater
stability and eredit. This has no doubt been
oocasioned by recent movements in relation to
tiese notés which have tended to depreciate their
value in public estimation; and we are elad to
«cr, that, in a matter which so deeply affects the
‘tepests of Baltimore, the chicf magistrate of
the city has thought proper to move. We have
urged arain and again the heeessity of keeping
these notes in circulation, and the <afety of the
guaranice for their redemption. We have not
found a single individual who denied the perfeet
scennity of the noten, but it is chjected by =0,
who are intercsted in redueing them below par,
that they cannot with safety be reeeived in bank-
ing transartions. ‘This 1s not correct. The banks,
i zuthorized, would immediately issue <mall
notes of their own, which woald e receivable
on deposit or in payment, and they would deem
stch issue advantageous to their interests, Now,
since the banks cannot issue small notes of their
own, why will they not give currency {0 those
of the Raltimore and Ohio Rail Rouad: ‘They
could be passed as freely as they would be reccei-
ved, and it is folly to place the refusal of the
hanks tn receive them on the zround that they
would subjeet themselves to redeem them in
specic,

e have not seen the mavor’s message, but
bope that it may produce such deeisive action on
the part of the councils, as may induce the baaks
at once to adopt measurcs in accordanoe twith the
wishes and interests of the people. Itis a mat-
ter of teo great importance to be trifled with.—

-~
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The opportunity is affoded 1o construct the ruil
rad to Cumberland without additional taxation
to tbe citizens of Baltimore; and the momcot it
reaches that point the probability is, that the in-
terest then accruing on the city stock will be
nearly adequate to the expenditure required.—
Should {he banks underiake to frustrate this de-
eirable resnlt, they will incur a fcarful respousi-
bility, and impose upon the citizens of Baltimore
the necessity of sustaining their own currency.
But a hostile attitude on the part of the banks is
30 palpably inconsistent with their interests and
duty, that we have little apprebeasion that they
will persist in their resolution te refuse giving
circulation to the rail road notes.  Some of them
bave alrcady come forward cao the subject in the
most liberal and patriotic manuer. The notes
were yesterday, we leam, rececived and paid out
at the counters of the Merchants’ Bank, Buok of
Baltimore, Union Bank of Maryland, Commer-
cial and Farmers’ Baok, and Westem Bank.-—
The Baok of Baltimore has otlered to take five
per cent. of its capital in these notes, which it
proposes to stamp and redeem as its own paper.
We have no doubt that the example of the above
institutions will be followed by the other banks
of the city; if not, the people will be able to dis-
criminate between the banks which are favora-
ble to the interests of Baltimore, and those that
arc otherwise.

The rail road notes have uow a considerable
cireulation in the adjacent states, and are, in ma-
ny instances, laid up by those who dcsire to have
at command a currency which cannot depresiate.

Dox’r Tovcn THEM. The notes of the Balti-
more and Ohio Rail Road Company are at a dis-
count of 7 per cent. in Baltimore, and it is suppo-
sed. that a still greater depreciation will take
place in a few days. They are redeemable in
the stock of the company, at the par value of
€100 per share; but the stock is selling at 543l
per share, so that the holders of them will lose
69 out of every 100 dollars.

The above article i3 from the Delaware Gazette
of yesterday, and cxhibits cither gross ignorsnce
or wilful misrepresentation in the editor. In the
first place, the rail road notez2 are not at a dis-
count of seven per cont, but pass eurrently at par;
and in the second, the notes are not redeerable
in the etock of the eompany, but in city stock
bearing an intcrest of six per rent. It is foolish
(o attempt to instruct in a matter which one does
not understand. If the editor of the Delaware
G azette could réeeive all his aubacriptions in rail
road notes, he might lay them by in lavender
without the fear of loss.

heing present, on Mouday evening last, at ameet-
ing held in the Rev. Mr. Hamner’s church, Han-
over street, under the authority of the Maryland
Rible Socicty.

Dr. Parker, it is .known, has been a
missionary from the American boand for Canton,
ia China, where he hae been laboring in the great
work for the last six years. His arrival in this
country was announced only 2 few weeks sinee.
Dr. Parker save many interesting accounts of his
travels in China, planly demonstrated the great
neressity of seuding the gospel to the three hun-
dred and sixty millions of human souls who now
live in idalatry throughout the “Celestial- Em-
pire.”” He stated that many of the Chinese had
alrcady abandoned their idols for the book of life
—that they were willing to be instructed and
learn of the christian. IHe also alluded to the
Chinese literature, their advanceinent in arts and
scicnces, together with their castoms, &c. all of
which way to us at least (and we are satisfied to
the general anditory } highly pleasing as well as
instruetive.

After Dr. Parker had closed his address, at the
request of some persons present, he stated briefly
the caue which led to the late disturbaoec be-
tween Great Britain and China, and exhonerated
the English from the imprecations now heaped
upon them as being the aggressors. He stated,
that, contrary to general opinicn, the Chinesc of-
fered the first provocations, and that the Eaglish
were acting upon the defensive. ‘This i3 entirely
ditferent from the generul impression heretofore
entertained. But no one having a better oppor-
tunity to know the truth than the Doctor, (he
having been an eye witiess), we must wIve wWay
to his opinion.

Accompanying the Doctor was Chin Sung, a
native Chinese, dressed in full Chinese costume,
who acts in the eapacity uf a teacher of the Chi-
neee language.
