LIAMENT OPENED—HER MAJESTY’S
SPEECH—THE KING OF HANOVER'S

LAW-SUIT FOR THE JEWELS IN THE
ENGLISH CROWN.

The Britjavia sailed from Liverpool on the 4th,
and arrived at Boston on the morning of the 224,
being 17] daysout. She had a very rough pass-
The news brought by the Brittania is of great

interest and importance. Below we give the
particulars: . s

Orzxixg OF PASLIAMENT.—On the 26th ult.
the Queen went in the usual state to the House
of Lords, to open Parlisment—and, after robing,
took her seat oo the throae. Prince Albert oc-
«eupied a chair of state oa her left. The Lord
Chancellor, kneeling at the foot of the throme,
prescated Her Majesty the following speech,
which was read by the Queen in a very distinet
voice:

THE QUEEN'S SPEECH.

'M’f Lords and Gentlemen: ]

‘T have the satisfaction to receive from foreign
Powers assurances of their fricodly disposition,
and of theirearnest desire to maintain peace.

“The posture of affairs in the Levant had loag
" been aczusc of uneasiness and a source of danger
to the genceral tranquility,. With a view to avert
the evils which a continunance of that state of
things was calculated to occasion, I concludcd
with the Emperor of Austria, the King of Prus-
sia, the Emperor of Russia, and the Sultan, a con-
vention intended to effect a pacifieation of the Le-
vant: (0 maintain the iotegrity and ind dence
of the Ottoman Empire; and thereby to afford

additional sccarity to the peace of Earope,
‘Eircn directions that this convention
i

‘] hare
shall b la brl'ureb{m.

¢] rejoice to be able to inform you that the mea-
sures which have been adopted in exceuiion of
their engagements, have been attended with sig-
nal success; and 1 trust that the objects which the
contracting partics bad in view, are on the eve of
being cornpletcly accomplished.

‘In the course of these transactions, my naval
forcc have co-operated with those of the Empe-
ror of Austria, and with the Jand and sca force of
the Sultan, and have displayed upon all occasions
their accustomed gallantry and skill.

‘Having decmed it necessary to send to the
coast of China a naval and military force, to de-
mand reparation and redress for injurics inflicted
upon some of my subjects by the officers of the

peror of China, and for indiguitics offered to
an agent of my Crown, 1 at the same timeappoint-
ed pleaipotentiaries to treat upoa these matters
with the Chinesc Government. |

These plenipotentiaries were, by the last se-
counts in nepnliation with the goverament of Chi-
ns, and it will be a sosrce of much gratification to
me, if that government shall be’ induced, by its
own scnse of  justice, to bring these matters to a
sperdy settlement by an amicable arrangement.

*Scrious differences have ariscn between Spain
aod Portngal, about the execationof a treaty con-
 cloded by these powers in 1835, for regulating
the navigation of the Duoro. Bat both parties
have accrpted my mediation, and 1 hope to be
able to effect a reconciliation between them upon
terms honorable to both. bIi

,l‘rrdy and ¢ fTectual administration of justice.—
he vital importance of this subjeet is sufficient
to ensure for it ycur early and most serious coa-
sideration. ~

“The powers of the commissioners appointed
under the Act for the Amendment of the Laws
relutiog to the Poor expire at the termination of
the present year. 1 feel assurcd that yoo will
earnestly direet yoor attention to cnactments
which 30 deeply concern the interests of the com-
manity.

‘It is always with entire confidence that I recar
t0 the advice and as-istance of my Parliament. 1
place my reliance u your wisdom, loyalty,
and patriotism; and I humbly imlplm of Dirvine
Providence, that all your counc.ls may be so di-
rected, as to advance the great interests of moral.
ity and rtlirim. to preserve peace, and to pro-
mote, by eulightened legislation, the welfare and
happiness of all classes of my subjects.”
