IxcoxsisTEncY. Politicians complain. of ie-
coonsistency in their oppouents, as if it were un-
expected and novel. It is the nature of man to be
changeable and inconsistent, and it is, therefore,
as nataral that practice should contradict profes-
sion in politics as in other matters. All history
abounds with pure declarations and foul acts, na-
tiopally and individually. We ncednotgotoan-
tiquity for illustration: modern times afford aban-
dant evidence of the variation between precept
and example; and this is not confincd to the Hea-
then—for Christians deviatc as widely from their
principles as the most barbaroas and uninformed
of mankind. The discoverersof America prefer-
red to be governed by the pure and meek, and
self-denying doctrines of the christian religion,
and yet broiled their victims on coals, to extort
from them gold. The puritans, who fled {rom
persecution in the old world, became persccutors
in turn. Ia religions and political concerns, we
all claim for curselves freedom of thought aod ac-
tion, and yet how few amongst us are willing to
tolerate the same liberty in others? This may
arise from a selfish and egotistical feeling, or
from mental bliodness, which eaables us to draw
a alight shade of difference between what we
condemn in another and that which we practice
ourselves. In most cases, howerver, no such
apology is sought, bat the principle is openly
avowed, that we have the right to promote our
own interest whenever we can seize the opporia-
nity, and without reference to the justice or ini-
quity of the measure. 1f the solemn obligations of
religion have been insufficient to secure us against
this offence to morals, it can hardly be expected
that we shoald permit political morality to re-
strain our actions. And yet the deviation from
rectitnde is not the less censurable.  All enlight-
ened minds recognize a standard of right, and the
rule of action is so clearly defincd in the New
Testament, as not to be misunderstood. This rule
is as obligatory in political, as in other concerns;
but it is disregarded by all parties, the possession
of power invariably absolving the domianant party
from its observance. The spirit of intolerance is
nourished and strengthened by exercise, and the
proscriptions of thc one party are retaliated by
the other. However mild and virtuoas the man,
persccution will excite within bim a vindictive
feeling which impels bim to deal out ‘““measure
for mcasure.” Itis this fecling which has prompt-
ed the white man to take sealp for scalp with the
Iodian. VWe have condemned the political
ing which has been so extcnsively practised
heretofore, and hare urged upon the coming ad-
ministration a rigid adherence to ccasistency.—
But, to insure tolcration, there must be forbear-
ance oa both sides. It would be palpably absurd
in any one to exclaim ¢‘spare my fricnds, whilst
i cut down yours!” He who demands, should be
willing also to give quarter. And it is this spinit
of mnival concession—this adoption of liberal
feelings—this practical illustration of republican
principles; which we should like to see prevail
with the national, state, and municipal authori-
ties. Bat, if persecution be practised on a small
scale, it will spread and diffusc itsclf like the rip-
ples upon the water’s surface; nor will the fear of
being pronousccd inconsistent, withhold thosc
who bave the power, from giving it impulse.

YWe could write a moral lecture, if not a ser-

mon, upaa this subject; and at would be about as
effcctual to arrest the practice we condemn, as
the cobweb to stop the progress of the cannon-
ball.” Itis in vaio to attempt to fetter Sampson
with thread, or to conquer the tiger with eocth-
ing words. Dlen instinctively clingto theirown
ttereste, and ‘are not ovcr-scrupslous of the
mcans by which they arc promot.cd; and so party
proscription will be continued s0 long as the pub-
lic crib caa supply proveader to the huogry.

Tempersios Bocieties are working a glorious
moral revolution. The great impectus 10 the
cause was given Dy father Matthew; in Jreland,
where the bemeficial change in the moral and
social condition of the peasantry, through his in-
strumentality, has been most wonderful, Under
tho influesct of temperance the drunkard has
been reclaimed, the buagry fed and the naked
clad—and although the people of Ircland endure
oppressions of no ordinary kind, still their pres-
ent situation is pleasant and bappy compared to
what it was previoas to the introduction of tem-
perance associstions. Ia the United States it is
producing similar results; and it will soon, we
hope, be as uncommon to find an intemperate
man, a8 it was heretofore to see one who never
tasted liquor. In every direction of the coantry
the people are becoming animated by the same
desire to extirpate mtcmperance; whilst in the
cities, thousands are uniting for the same objcct.
Nibcteen temperance socicties, a3 will be scen
above, have been formed in Philadelphia, num-
bering about 7000 members. We do not know
how many similar associations exist in Baltimore,
bat the number of individuals who have signed
the pledge is immense, and the cause is still pro-
gressing. ‘This rapid and thorough reformation
is a subject of plessing contemplation. Asintemw-
perance decreascs crime will diminish, aod the
healthy action of the social system be restored.
W e congratalate the friends of religion and mor-
ality upon this signal improvemnent.

Pumity oF rLEcTiONs. Dlore than a month
ago we offcred scme suggestions on the necessity
of 50 amending the election laws of this State, as
more effectually to prevent illegal voting, and to
protect the legal voter in bis rights, and we en-
terfained the hope that the members of the legis-
lature would turn their attention to the subject
and devise the nccessary safe-guarde. 'We know
not whether any committee of the house eontem-
plate moving in the business at the present ses-
sion: if not, we hope that some of the suggestions
made by John P. Kennedy, Esq. to the commit-
tee of clections may be carried into effect. No
honest maa of cither party can cbject to such a
modification of existing laws, or such additional
enactments, as will enable every legal voter to
exercise his right, and give to cach party a fair
opportunity to prevent fraud.

" We understand that it was proposed to divide
each ward of the city of Baltimore into two scc-
tions, #0 as to enablc all persons entitled, to vote
without inconvenience. To the aged and infirm,
particularly, this would be a salutary change.—
Further, that the place of residence should been-
tered with the name of the voter—and that cach
party shall be autborized to designate one indi-
vidual to be admitted to sit with the judgcaas ob-
jectors. We have wondered that the judges have
not voluntarily given this privilege, as we belicve
it is invariably granted in many of the counties;
and, instead of retarding, it facilitates voting, as

objections are not urged by persons outside of the
room.
